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Tips for placing the Range Extender

Before proceeding to configure your WL559E, it is a good idea to
identify the areas where you have good wireless reception and weak
or no wireless signal at all. Based from this assessment you may place
the Wireless-N Range Extender in between a location where you have
good wireless reception and where you have poor wireless coverage.
This will serve as the Jdentified location for the WL559E. The
illustration below is an example of a network diagram.

NOTE: Placement of the Wireless-N Range Extender is crucial to get
the best possible results for extending your existing wireless signal. It
is ideal for the WL559E to be placed in a location where it can receive
good wireless signal from the wireless router/Access Point (AP) so as
to avoid disconnection and packet loss.

Configuring the Device

Setting up the device is easy. Follow the steps below to configure the
WL559E to connect to your current wireless router/Access Point.
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The WL559E can be configured using either wired or wireless

connection with your laptop or PC.

To configure your WL559E via the Web GUI:
1. Connect the Aztech WL559E to a power outlet.

2. For the wired method, connect an Ethernet cable from your PC’s
Ethernet port to the Ethernet port at the base of the WL559E.

3. Once a connection to the WL559E is established, your PC/laptop will
receive an IP address (eg: 10.0.10.1) and you can then start the
configuration using the web graphical user interface of the WL559E.
