¢ Allow inflator to cool down 10 minutes after each 10 minutes of
continuous use.

» Use safety glasses. Use facemask or dust mask if operation is
dusty.

e DO NOT allow cord reel to retract the cord by itself as DAMAGE or
INJURY may occur from excessive rewind speed.

e BEFORE cleaning product, unplug from the power source.

¢ DO NOT use solvents such as gasoline, turpentine, etc. to clean
unit. Keep cord reel clean to assure smoothest operation. To clean,
simply pull cord to its full length and allow to retract through a
dampened rag. DRY thoroughly before plugging back into outlet.

e PULL out cord to full length when using the receptacle.

* The Garage Power Station MUST be RIGIDLY fastened to
structural support on wall or ceiling.

» Disconnect ALL electrical power BEFORE replacing bulbs.

e Use ONLY 50 watt or smaller bulb.

 For Light Duty Use Only.

e Tape measure * #3 Phillips screwdriver

e Stud finder e 7/16" socket wrench

* Pencil or marker * 6" socket extension (optional)
e Drill e Small flathead screwdriver
e 3/16" Drill bit

INSTALLATION

IMPORTANT NOTE: The Garage Power Station can be installed on the
ceiling or wall. The Garage Power Station can be mounted to a single
ceiling joist or wall stud or across two ceiling joists or wall studs.

1. Select a mounting location for the Garage Power Station within 6
feet of an electrical outlet.

2. Use a stud finder to locate the joists and studs where the Garage
Power Station will be mounted. Mark the center of each joist or
stud. NOTE: Mounting holes for the Garage Power Station are 16"
apart. If the distance between each joist or stud is 24" on center
the Garage Power Station will need to be mounted to a single joist
or stud.

3. Mark the mounting holes 16" apart and drill 3/16" pilot holes in the
center of the stud(s) or joist(s). NOTE: Ensure mounting holes are
level.

4. Remove the screws from the task light covers and pry the task
light covers from the Garage Power Station cover with a small
flathead screwdriver. NOTE: If you do not have a 6" socket
extension, you will need to remove the Garage Power Station
cover to access the mounting holes by removing the 4 screws
that secure the cover to the mounting plate.
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5. Place a washer and small rubber isolator on each lag screw. Insert
each lag screw through the mounting holes of the mounting plate.

6. Place a large rubber isolator on each of the lag screws behind the
mounting plate.

7. Position the Garage Power Station over the stud/joist with the tip
of each lag screw inserted in a pilot hole.

Tighten each lag screw with a 7/16" socket wrench with extension.

Insert light bulb (not provided) into the light socket and turn it
clockwise to secure the light bulb. Slide the light bulb into the
retainer ring located on the task light cover. (Figure 1)

10. Reinstall the task light covers by inserting the bottom tabs first,
then press into place. Secure with the screws.

11. Plug the Garage Power Station into the electrical outlet. NOTE:
Excess power cord may be wrapped around the back of the
mounting plate.
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OPERATION

Pull the work light assembly down to a position where the reel prevents
the cord from being retracted and release to activate the Garage Power
Station. The task lights will turn on and power will be supplied to the
outlet in the work light. Power will be supplied to the compressor and
will run for 3 — 5 seconds to fill air hose to cutoff pressure.

WORK LIGHT

Turn on the work light by pressing the on/off button on the work light
assembly. Press the on/off button again to turn the work light off.

INFLATOR
To inflate vehicle or bicycle tire:

1. Pull the work light assembly near the tire to be inflated and at a
point where the cord does not automatically retract when released.

2. Pull the hose out of the retainer on the side of the work light
assembly.

3. Press the lever on the quick connect locking tire chuck valve and
push over the end of the tire valve.

4. Release the lever to lock onto the valve. The tire will immediately
start to inflate.

5. Monitor the pressure gauge on the back of the work light.

6. Press the lever on the tire chuck and pull off the tire valve when
desired pressure is reached. The inflator will then turn off.

7. Replace the hose in the retainer on the side of the work light
assembly.

8. Pull and release the work light assembly so it automatically returns
to the fully retracted position and power to the Garage Power
Station is turned off.

To inflate an object with the inflation accessory:
1. Select the appropriate inflation accessory.
2. Insert the inflation accessory into the desired object to be inflated.

Ball Stop

3. Pull the hose out of the retainer on the side of the work light
assembly.

4. Press the lever on the quick connect locking tire chuck valve and
push over the end of the inflation accessory.

5. Release the lever to lock onto the inflation accessory. The object
will immediately start to inflate.

Monitor the pressure gauge on the back of the work light assembly.

Pull the inflation accessory out of object when desired pressure is
reached.

8. Press lever on the tire chuck and pull the inflation accessory out of
tire chuck. The inflator will then turn off.

9. Replace the hose in the retainer on the side of the work light
assembly.

10. Pull and release the work light assembly so it automatically returns
to the fully retracted position and power to the Garage Power
Station is turned off.

HOOK

Pull the hook out of top of the work light assembly and hang at desired
location. Before storing, return the hook to the original position making
sure it snaps into place.

TASK LIGHTS

To turn on the task lights, pull the work light assembly down slightly to
a position where it does not retract automatically and release. To turn
off the task lights, pull on the work light assembly to the fully retracted
position.

BALL STOP

The ball stop acts as a stop for the retractable work light assembly and
activates a switch to turn off the air compressor. The ball stop can be

adjusted by loosening the four screws on the ball stop, sliding the ball
stop along the cable, then tightening the screws at the desired position.

» The Garage Power Station has overheated. Unplug the Garage
Power Station and wait until it has cooled, plug back in.

TASK LIGHTS WILL NOT TURN ON.
Possible causes:

» The Garage Power Station is not plugged in. Plug the Garage
Power Station into a working 120 Vac socket.

« The circuit breaker is tripped. Reset circuit breaker.
¢ The light bulbs are have burned out. Replace bulbs.

THE WORK LIGHT WILL NOT TURN ON OR NO POWER AT OUTLET
IN WORK LIGHT ASSEMBLY.

Possible causes:

¢ The Garage Power Station is not plugged in. Plug the Garage
Power Station into a working 120 Vac socket.

 The circuit breaker is tripped. Reset circuit breaker.

THE INFLATOR KEEPS RUNNING WHEN DISCONNECTED FROM TIRE
OR INFLATOR ACCESSORIES

Possible causes:

¢ The pin valve in the tire chuck is stuck open. Use a small
screwdriver to push in pin valve and release to stop airflow.

e There is an air leak in the system. Find the leak and repair.
