Pairing the Bluetooth Headset with a Sony PlayStation 3

<SET ACCESSORY to BLUETOOTH on PS3>

1. Go to the PS3 main menu, scroll to and select “Settings”.

2. Scroll to and select “Accessory Settings”.

3. Scroll to and select “Manage Bluetooth Devices”.

4.The menu will ask: “The Bluetooth device has not been
registered. Do you want to register it?”, then select “YES”.

<REGISTER EM222 to PS3>
Put your Bluetooth Headset into pairing mode.
(See “Pairing the headset with a Bluetooth enabled device”)

1. Select “Start Scanning” from the PS3 menu.

2. Once the PS3 has discovered the Headset, the screen will read
“Select the Bluetooth device to register”, then select “EM222"

3.The PS3 will ask for a passkey. Enter [0000] then select “OK”. Now
press [O] (the PS3 circle button) to get back to the previous menu.

4. Scroll to and select “Audio Device Settings” to change the
“Input Device” to“EM222".

NOTE: “Input Device” is the microphone, and determines the
method of how others will hear you speak. By
default, the “Output Device” will now switch to “EM222".
“Output Device”is the audio, and determines how you will
hear the PS3 audio and others speaking.

To test the connection, speak into the headset and you will see
the bars above the “Microphone Level” moving, if not, repeat the
pairing process.

Press “OK” to confirm the new settings. You are now ready to use
the Bluetooth Headset with your PS3 Entertainment System. If you
would like to hear the PS3 audio through your TV or Audio System,
scroll to“Output Device”and switch to “System Default Device”.

Powering ON/OFF

« To turn ON, press and hold the [POWER] button until the
BLUE LED indicator light flashes three times. When
powered on, the BLUE LED indicator light will flash every
four seconds.

« To turn OFF, press and hold the [POWER] button until the
LED indicator light flashes RED three times, and then
shuts off.

light flashes steadily, this will signal that the headset is in
Pairing Mode, and ready to connect to your mobile phone.

o Make sure that you fully charged the headset before pairing.

e Keep your Bluetooth Headset and mobile phone within 3
feet of each other during the pairing process.

o Check that your phone’s Bluetooth feature is turned ON.
