1. If you play a CD or LD that supports DTS when the

be output. This noise could damage the amplifier
and speakers. Therefore, be sure to select "DIGITAL”
and use the digital input jacks (OPTICAL/COAXIAL) to
connect the DTS source. (Refer to “Assigning the digi-
tal input/Selecting the input signal format” on page
18.)

2. If you play a CD or LD that supports DTS when the
"DIGITAL" setfting is selected, you may hear a noise for
a short while until the DTS decoder recognizes the DTS
encoded signal and starts operating.

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Programming the remote controller codes
