As amanufacturer of wheelchairs, Invacare endeavors to supply awide variety of wheel-
chairs to meet many needs of the end user. However, final selection of the type of wheel-
chair to be used by an individual rests solely with the user and his/her healthcare profes-
sional capable of making such a selection.

WHEELCHAIR TIE-DOWN RESTRAINTS AND SEAT RESTRAINTS

Invacare recommends that wheelchair users NOT be transported in vehicles of any kind
while in wheelchairs. As of this date, the Department of Transportation has not approved
any tie-down systems for transportation of a user while in a wheelchair, in a moving
vehicle of any type.

It is Invacare’s position that users of wheelchairs should be transferred into appropriate
seating in vehicles for transportation and use be made of the restraints made available
by the auto industry. Invacare cannot and does not recommend any wheelchair trans-
portation systems.

AS REGARDS RESTRAINTS - SEAT BELTS - IT ISTHE OBLIGATION OF THE DME DEALER,
THERAPISTS AND OTHER HEALTH CARE PROFESSIONALS TO DETERMINE IF A SEAT-

OPERATING INFORMATION

WARNING
To determine and establish your particular safety limits, practice bending, reaching and transferring activi-
ties in several combinations in the presence of a qualified health professional BEFORE attempting active
use of the wheelchair.

Non-Recliners Only - Make sure the back is locked securely BEFORE using the wheelchair - otherwise
injury can occur.

DO NOT attempt to reach objects if you have to move forward in the seat.

DO NOT attempt to reach objects if you have to pick them up from the floor by reaching down between your
knees.

DO NOT lean over the top of the back upholstery to reach objects from behind as this may cause the
wheelchair to tip over.

DO NOT shift your weight or sitting position toward the direction you are reaching as the wheelchair may
tip over.

DO NOT tilt the wheelchair without assistance.
DO NOT use an escalator to move a wheelchair between floors. Serious bodily injury may occur.
DO NOT attempt to stop a moving wheelchair with the wheel locks. WHEEL LOCKS ARE NOT BRAKES.

Before attempting to transfer in or out of the wheelchair, every precaution should be taken to reduce the
gap distance. Turn both casters toward the object you are transferring onto. When transferring to and from
the wheelchair, ALWAYS ENGAGE BOTH WHEEL LOCKS.

DO NOT operate on roads, streets or highways.
DO NOT climb, go up or down ramps or traverse slopes greater than 9°.
DO NOT attempt to move up or down an incline with a water, ice or oil film.

DO NOT attempt to ride over curbs or obstacles. Doing so may cause your wheelchair to turn over and
cause bodily harm or damage to the wheelchair.

DO NOT use unauthorized parts, accessories, or adapters other than those authorized by Invacare.

DO NOT attempt to lift a wheelchair by lifting on any removable (detachable) parts. Lifting by means of any
removable (detachable) parts of a wheelchair may result in injury to the user or damage to the wheelchair.

NEVER try to lift or tip the wheelchair by cantilever arms or "T" arms, serious injury can occur.
DO NOT stand on the frame of the wheelchair.

Anti-tippers MUST BE attached at all times.

DO NOT use the footplate as a platform when getting in or out of the wheelchair.

Invacare
wheelchairs have NOT been designed or tested as a seat for any kind of weight training. If occupant uses
said wheelchair as a weight training apparatus, Invacare shall NOT be liable for bodily injury and the
warranty will be voided immediately.

WEIGHT LIMITATION
The Allegro wheelchair weight limitations are: Folding Frames - 250 Ibs., Rigid Frames - 150 Ibs.

RECLINER OPTION ONLY:

WARNING
Before using ANY recline position of this wheelchair, make sure the rear wheels are in the MOST
REARWARD position in the Extended Multi-Position axle plate to maintain the stability of the wheel-
chair. Do not change the handling/maneuverability of the wheelchair by moving the rear wheels to
ANY of the forward positions. Moving the rear wheels to ANY of the forward positions WILL change
the center of gravity of the wheelchair, making the wheelchair less stable.

ALWAYS make sure that the wheelchair is stable in the FULL RECLINED (back at 170°) position AND
the FULL UPRIGHT (back at 90°) position BEFORE using the recliner option.

NEVER use the Standard Multi-Position or Offset Multi-Position axle plates with the recliner option.
Using the Standard Multi-Position or Offset Multi-Position axle plates WILL reduce the stability of the
wheelchair, causing injury to the user and/or assistant(s).

Before using the recliner option, make sure the anti-tipper wheel assemblies are in the lowest adjust-
ment hole (adjustment hole closest to the ground/floor).

ALWAYS use the seat restraint.
ALWAYS engage both wheel locks while reclining or inclining (reverse recline) the wheelchair.

Both gas cylinders MUST be operational and adjusted properly BEFORE using recliner. DO NOT
operate the recliner option if only one (1) of the gas cylinders is operational or adjusted properly.

NEVER use the rear two (2) recliner bracket mounting holes when using the recliner option.
Using the rear two (2) recliner bracket mounting holes WILL make the wheelchair less stable,
possibly causing injury.

Make sure the patient is properly positioned in the wheelchair before reclining or inclining (re-

verse recline) to maintain maximum stability and safety. Refer to the SAFETY/HANDLING section
of this manual.

When returning the occupant of the wheelchair to the full upright position, more body strength
will be required for approximately the last twenty (20) degrees of incline (reverse recline). Make
sure to use proper body mechanics (use your legs) or seek assistance to avoid injury.
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SAFETY/HANDLING

SAFETY/HANDLING OF WHEELCHAIRS

“Safety and Handling” of the wheelchair requires the close
attention of the wheelchair user as well as the assistant.
This manual points out the most common procedures
and techniques involved in the safe operation and main-
tenance of the wheelchair. It is important to practice and
master these safe techniques until you are comfortable
in maneuvering around the frequently encountered ar-
chitectural barriers.

Use this information only as a “basic” guide. The tech-
niques that are discussed on the following pages have
been used successfully by many.

Individual wheelchair users often develop skills to deal
with daily living activities that may differ from those de-
scribed in this manual. Invacare recognizes and encour-
ages each individual to try what works best for him/her in
overcoming architectural obstacles that they may encoun-
ter. Techniques in this manual are a starting point for the
new wheelchair user and assistant with “safety” as the
most important consideration for all.

STABILITY AND BALANCE

WARNING
ALWAYS wear your seat restraint. Inasmuch as the
SEAT RESTRAINT is an option on this wheelchair

(You may order with or without the seat restraint),
Invacare strongly recommends ordering the seat
restraint as an additional safeguard for the wheel-
chair user.

To assure stability and proper operation of your wheel-
chair, you must at all times wear your seat restraint and
maintain proper balance. Your wheelchair has been de-
signed to remain upright and stable during normal daily
activities as long as you do not move beyond the center
of gravity.

DO NOT lean forward out of the wheelchair any further
than the length of the armrests. Make sure the casters
are pointing in the forward position whenever you lean
forward. This can be achieved by advancing the wheel-
chair and then reversing it in a straight line.

COPING WITH EVERYDAY OBSTACLES

Coping with the irritation of everyday obstacles can be
alleviated somewhat by learning how to manage your
wheelchair. Keep in mind your center of gravity to main-
tain stability and balance.

A NOTE TO WHEELCHAIR ASSISTANTS

When assistance to the wheelchair user is required, re-
member to use good body mechanics. Keep your back
straight and bend your knees whenever tilting the wheel-
chair or traversing curbs, or other impediments.

Also, be aware of any removable (detachable) parts.
These must NEVER be used for hand-held or lifting sup-
ports, as they may be inadvertently released, resulting in
possible injury to the user and/or assistant(s).

When learing a new assistance technique, have an ex-
perienced assistant help you before attempting it alone.

TILTING
WARNING

DO NOT tilt the wheelchair without assistance.

When tilting the wheelchair, an assistant should grasp
the back of the wheelchair on a non-removable (non-
detachable) part. Inform the wheelchair occupant before
tilting the wheelchair and remind him/her to lean back. Be
sure the occupant’s feet and hands are clear of all wheels.

TILTING - CURBS:

After mastering the techniques of tilting the wheelchair,
use this procedure to tackle curbs, short stairs, etc.

Method 1 - Wheelchairs With Step Tubes

Apply a continuous downward motion until the balance
point is achieved and the front casters clear the curb. At
this point, the assistant will feel a difference in the weight
distribution.

Roll the wheelchair forward and slowly lower the wheel-
chair in one continuous movement onto the sidewalk. Do
not let the wheelchair drop the last few inches to the
ground. This could result in injury to the occupant. Push
the wheelchair forward until the rear wheels roll up and
over the curb.

METHOD 1 - WHEELCHAIR WITH STEP TUBES

Method 2 - Wheelchairs Without Step Tubes

Unless the first assistant has exceptional upper body
strength, itis recommended that METHOD 2 use two (2)
assistants.
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SAFETY/HANDLING

The second assistant should be positioned at the front of
the wheelchair liting upward on a non-removable (non-
detachable) part of the wheelchair frame when lifting the
wheelchair and stabilizing the wheelchair when the wheel-
chair is being lowered to the ground.

The first assistant should stand on the sidewalk and turn
the wheelchair so that the rear wheels are against the
curb. The wheelchair should be tilted back to the balance
point and, in one continuous downward movement, the
rear wheels should be pulled up and over the curb. DO
NOT return the front casters to the ground until the wheel-
chair has been pulled backward far enough for the front
casters to clear the edge of the curb.

STAIRWAYS

WARNING
Do not attempt to lift a wheelchair by lifting on any
removable (detachable) parts. Lifting by means of
any removable (detachable) parts of a wheelchair
may result in injury to the user or damage to the
wheelchair.

Extreme caution is advised when it is necessary to
move an occupied wheelchair up or down the stairs.
Invacare recommends using two (2) assistants and

making thorough preparations. Make sure to use
ONLY secure, non-detachable parts for hand-held
supports.

ALWAYS wear your seat restraint. Inasmuch as the
SEAT RESTRAINT is an option on this wheelchair
(You may order with or without the seat restraint),
Invacare strongly recommends ordering the seat
restraint as an additional safeguard for the wheel-
chair user.

Follow this procedure for moving the wheelchair be-
tween floors when an elevator is NOT available:

1. After the wheelchair has been tilted back to the bal-
ance point, one assistant (in the rear) backs the wheel-
chair up against the first step, while securely grasp-
ing a non-removable (non-detachable) part of the
wheelchair for leverage.

2. The second assistant, with a firm hold on a non-de-
tachable part of the framework, lifts the wheelchair
up and over the stair and steadies the wheelchair as
the first assistant places one (1) foot on the next stair
and repeats STEP 1.

3. The wheelchair should not be lowered until the last
stair has been negotiated and the wheelchair has
been rolled away from the stairway.

ESCALATORS? SORRY!
DO NOT use an escalator to move a wheelchair
between floors. Serious bodily injury may occur.

TRANSFERRING TO AND FROM OTHER
SEATS

WARNING
BEFORE attempting to transfer in or out of the
wheelchair, every precaution should be taken to
reduce the gap distance. Turn both casters toward
the object you are transferring onto. Also be cer-
tain the wheel locks are engaged to help prevent
the wheels from moving.

CAUTION
When transferring, position yourself as far back as
possible in the seat. This will prevent damaged
upholstery and the possibility of the wheelchair tip-
ping forward.

NOTE: This activity may be performed independently
provided you have adequate mobility and upper body
strength.
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SAFETY/HANDLING

Position the wheelchair as close as possible along side
the seat to which you are transferring, with the front cast-
ers pointing toward it. Engage wheel locks. Shift body
weight into seat with transfer.

During independent transfer, little or no seat platform will
be beneath you. Use a transfer board if at all possible.

Do not change the handling/
maneuverability of the wheelchair by moving the
rear wheels to ANY of the forward positions. Mov-
ing the rear wheels to ANY of the forward positions
WILL change the center of gravity of the wheelchair,
making the wheelchair less stable.

RECLINERS ONLY: NEVER use the rear two (2) re-
cliner bracket mounting holes when using the re-
cliner option. Using therear two (2) recliner bracket
mounting holes WILL make the wheelchair less
stable, possibly causing injury.

Many activities require the wheelchair owner to reach,
bend and transfer in and out of the wheelchair. These
movements will cause a change to the normal balance,
the center of gravity, and the weight distribution of the
wheelchair. To determine and establish your particular
safety limits, practice bending, reaching and transferring
activities in several combinations in the presence of a
qualified health professional BEFORE attempting active
use of the wheelchair.

Proper positioning is essential for your safety. When reach-
ing, leaning, bending forward, it is important to use the
front casters as a tool to maintain stability and balance.

The approximate reach-limit values shown in the
accompanying graph were derived on the basis of
a sample of 91 male and 36 female subject wheel-
chair users. Note the difference between the maxi-
mum and the comfortable reach limits, a subjective
but important consideration in design.

NOTE: Twice a year take your wheelchair to a qualified dealer for athorough inspection and servicing. Regular
cleaning will reveal loose or worn parts and enhance the smooth operation of your wheelchair. To operate
properly and safely, your wheelchair must be cared for just like any other vehicle. Routine maintenance will
extend the life and efficiency of your wheelchair.

Initial adjustments should be made to suit your personal body structure and preference. Thereafter follow these mainte-
nance procedures:

(FIGURE 3).

1. Lift up on the existing back upholstery cover and
remove the cover from the wheelchair.

2. Remove the two (2) phillips screws and washers that
secure the existing adjustable back upholstery to the
back canes.

3. Slide each section (anchor loop/adjuster strap) of
the existing adjustable back upholstery off of the back
canes.

THE ADJUSTABLE TENSION STRAPS.

The straps can be adjusted at various levels of ten-
sion to accommodate individual end-users. In a typi-
cal scenario, the bottom two (2) straps can be ad-
justed tightly to support and/or assist the extensor
muscles.
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The top two (2) straps would be left looser to allow the
upper body to lean back over the upholstery to fight grav-
ity. This configuration may enable the back canes to be
lowered fora quad. In another instance, you might loosen
all of the straps and allow the end-user to sink all the way
back into the wheelchair.

Every person will be different. Let the therapist experi-
ment with different positions and then decide. It is easy
to change.

THE BACK UPHOLSTERY COVER.
The back upholstery cover is designed for three (3)
reasons:

1. It is as a modesty cover to prevent one's posterior
from protruding out of the wheelchair.

2. It keeps the cushion from sliding out of the back of
the wheelchair.

3. ltis a sacral support depending upon how far or tight
the flap is pulled under the seat cushion.

WHY USE ADJUSTABLE BACK UPHOLSTERY: A
CLINICAL DISCUSSION.

The flexible sling upholstery commonly used on wheel-
chairs allows the wheelchair to fold without removing rigid
components. Sling upholstery will stretch with use. Un-
fortunately, stretched upholstery does not support the
back well. Stretched upholstery often allows the pelvis to
drift into posterior tilt while the back assumes a kyphotic
posture.

With the adjustable tension backrest, the sag can be
taken out of the sling restoring the original tightness.
Adjustable tension upholstery can also provide signifi-
cant improvement to the seated posture and function of
the wheelchair. By changing the tension of the strap, the
backrest can be adjusted to accommodate back pos-
tures such as kyphosis, lordosis, stabilize the pelvis and
back, and provide lateral stability.

In addition to restoring the sling to original tension, the
adjustable tension backrest can be adjusted to help
maintain the pelvis and back position, which can improve
posture balance and function.

The wheelchair backrest should be able to follow the
natural anatomical contours of the back. When viewing
a person from the side, the thoracic portion of the back
will extend posteriorly to the pelvis and buttocks (FIG-
URE 4).

When using a nonadjustable flat backrest, the top
portion of the upholstery will usually push the trunk
forward of the center of gravity over the pelvis. To
maintain the trunk in the upright posture, the user must
have and use the back extesor musculature, or add
tilt or recline to backrest (FIGURE 5).

When using adjustable upholstery, it is possible to
tighten the lower portion of the backrest which assists
in maintaining a neutral pelvis. The upper portion can
then be adjusted to follow the natural curvature of the
spine bringing the back over the pelvis in a position of
balance relative to the center of gravity (FIGURE 6).

The best point of control for the pelvis is near the Pos-
terior Superior, lliac Spine (P.S.I.S.). The upper trunk
should be relined until a balanced posture is achieved,
approximately 10 to 15 degrees (FIGURE 7).

For individuals who have fixed kyphotic spine, the
backrest can be adjusted to allow for an increased
recline while providing increased contact and support
of the back (FIGURE 8).

The height of the backrest and the amount of control
provided by the adjustable tension upholstery will vary
depending on the abilities of the user. An active paraple-
gic (SCI) may require minimal back height which adds
posterior stability to the pelvis and lets the trunk assume
a natural balance over the top edge of the wheelchair
upholstery. A less active para (with a higher level of in-
jury) or a quadriplegic may require a higher backrest with
an increased level of recline (FIGURE 9).

The effect of back support and the angle of the backrest
are interconnected. Changes to one often requires
change to the other if optimal support and balance are to
be achieved. Use of a wheelchair with adjustable ten-
sion upholstery can significantly increase function, pos-
tural condition, balance and comfort.

Recliner Back Upholstery (FIGURE 10)

1. Remove the ten (10) or twelve (12) phillips screws
and washers (depending on back height) that se-
cure the back upholstery to the back canes.

2. Remove existing back upholstery from back canes.
3. Install new back upholstery onto the back canes.

4. Install the ten (10) or twelve (12) phillips screws and
washers (depending on back height) that secure the
back upholstery to the recliner back canes.

Recliner Headrest Upholstery (FIGURE 10)

1. Remove the six (6) phillips screws and washers that
secure the headrest upholstery to the headrest ex-
tensions.

2. Remove the existing headrest upholstery from the
headrest extensions.

3. Install the new headrest upholstery onto the head-
rest extensions.

4. Install the six (6) phillips screws and washers that
secure the headrest upholstery to the headrest ex-
tensions.

ADJUSTING THE BACK HEIGHT
Adjustable Height Backs (FIGURE 11)

1. Remove the two (2) hex bolts and locknuts that se-
cure the two (2) back canes to the wheelchair frame.

2. Reposition the back canes to one (1) of five (5) height
adjustment positions. Refer to the SPECIFICATION
PAGE of this manual for the height range of the indi-
vidual back canes.
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WARNING
The back canes MUST be fastened securely to the
seat frame BEFORE using the wheelchair.

DO NOT overtighten hex bolts. Overtightening hex
bolts will prohibit the free movement of the back
canes, preventing the back canes from locking prop-
erly.

90° ADJUSTMENT OF THE CASTER
HEADTUBES

Whenever the seat height is raised or lowered by
changing the caster size, fork stem length, rear wheel
size or axle mounting plate adjustments, the caster
headtube needs to be checked to maintain a 90° angle
to the ground/floor. Caster headtubes that are per-
pendicular to the floor will roll better, track straighter
and minimize any "3-wheeling" of the wheelchair.

Inline Caster Headtubes (FIGURE 3)

1. Make sure the wheelchair is on a flat surface.

2. Loosen, but do not remove the bottom hex screw,
washer and locknut that secure the caster
headtube to the wheelchair frame.

3. Loosen, but do not remove the locknut and washer
that secure the adjustment cam to the caster
headtube.

4. Position a large right triangle or "L" square on the
flat surface and against the caster headtube.

WARNING
Pull on quick-release casters each time BE-
FORE using the wheelchair to make sure they
are securely locked onto the wheelchair frame.

There are several configurations of the quick
release caster. If caster fork stem DOES NOT
look like the drawing in FIGURE 6 when in-
stalled, DO NOT USE. Contact Customer Ser-
vice, 1-(800)-333-6900.

A NOTE ABOUT QUICK-RELEASE CASTERS

Quick-release casters are an option that allow for
quick and easy removal of the casters from the
wheelchair so the wheelchair can be stored and
transported conveniently. When using the quick-re-
lease caster option, a spring loaded caster head
tube cap will be used instead of a stem nut to se-
cure the front caster to the chair frame. Unlike the
stem nut, the caster head tube cap is not adjust-
able and thus caster flutter will be more evident with
the quick-release caster option than it would be with
the standard caster attaching hardware.

1. Remove the hex screw and locknut that secure
the front caster and the two (2) spacers to the
fork.

2. Remove the dust cover on the top of the head
tube.

3. While holding the fork and using a socket
wrench, remove the locknut that secures the
fork, and spacer in the headtube of the wheel-
chair.

NOTE: The dust cover and locknut are not used
with the quick release casters. Keep them for
future use.

4. Remove the existing fork and install the quick
release caster fork through the head tube of the
wheelchair making sure the fork stem is approxi-
mately 1/4-inch above the caster head tube.

The seat height, seat depth, back angle, seating sys-
tem, size and position of the rear wheels, as well as
the user condition directly relate to the stability of
the wheelchair. Any change to one (1) or any combi-
nation of the seven (7) may cause the wheelchair to
decrease in stability. These adjustments MUST be
performed by an authorized dealer or qualified tech-
nician.

RECLINERS ONLY: Before using ANY recline
position of this wheelchair, make sure the rear
wheels are in the MOST REARWARD position in
the Extended Multi-Position axle plate to main-
tain the stability of the wheelchair. Do not change
the handling/maneuverability of the wheelchair
by moving the rear wheels to ANY of the forward
positions. Moving the rear wheels to ANY of the
forward positions WILL change the center of grav-
ity of the wheelchair, making the wheelchair less
stable.

WARNING

After adjustments and before use make sure all at-
taching hardware is securely tightened.

1. Determine the rear wheel position for the desired seat-
to-floor height. Refer to CHANGING SEAT-TO-
FLOOR HEIGHT in PROCEDURE 9 of this manual.

2. Remove the rear wheels from the wheelchair.

3. Remove the four (4) hex screws, locknuts and eight
(8) coved washers that secure the axle mounting plate
to the wheelchair.

4. Position the axle mounting plate with the mount-
ing holes in the wheelchair frame determined in
STEP 1.

NOTE: Allegro Rigid Frame ONLY: To install axle
mounting plate into its' highest or lowest position,
one crossmember will use an axle plate mounting
hole. Install hex screw through the axle plate, coved
washer, wheelchair frame and the rigid crossmember.

5. Resecure the axle mounting plate to the wheelchair
frame. Refer to FIGURE 10 for correct hardware ori-
entation. Torque to 60-inch pounds.

ADJUSTING THE WHEEL LOCKS (FIGURE 1)

NOTE: Before adjusting the wheel locks, make
surethetires are inflated to the recommended psi
on the sidewall of the tire.

1. Make sure the wheel lock is disengaged from the
rear wheels.

2. Loosen the socket screws that secure the wheel
locks to the wheelchair frame.

WHEEL LOCK EXTENSION HANDLE
INSTALLATION (FIGURE 2)

NOTE: Wheel lock extension handles may be
installed on all push or pull type wheel locks
NOT already equipped with swing-up extension
handles.

1. Remove the plastic cover on the existing wheel
lock handle, if necessary.

2. Remove the button bolt and locknut that se-
cure the existing wheel lock handle and spacer
to the wheel lock assembly.

3. Attach the looped end of the elastic cord of the
wheel lock extension handle over the spacer of
the existing wheel lock handle.

4. Reattach the existing wheel lock handle and
spacer onto the wheel lock assembly and se-
cure with the button bolt and locknut.

NOTE: The elastic cord is made of stretchable
material and may be adjusted to a tight or loose
fit to meet the need of the user.

5. Remove the black tip of the wheel lock exten-
sion handle.

6. Push the opposite end of the elastic cord up
and through the slotted hole in the wheel lock
extension handle.

7. Run the elastic cord through the washer and tie
a knot in the elastic cord above the washer.

INSTALLING/ADJUSTING THE ANTI-TIPPERS

WARNING

Anti-tippers MUST be fully engaged and spring
buttons fully protruding out of adjustment holes
BEFORE using the wheelchair.

RECLINER OPERATION (FIGURES 1 AND 2)

WARNING
Both gas cylinders MUST be operational and ad-
justed properly BEFORE using recliner. DO NOT
operate the recliner option if only one (1) of the gas
cylinders is operational or adjusted properly.

ALWAYS make sure that the wheelchair is stable
inthe FULL RECLINED (back at 170°) position AND

the FULL UPRIGHT (back at 90°) position BEFORE
using the recliner option.

Make sure the patient is properly positioned in the
wheelchair before reclining or inclining (reverse re-
cline) to maintain maximum stability and safety. Re-
fer to the SAFETY/HANDLING section of this manual.

ALWAYS use the seat restraint.

WARNING
ALWAYS engage both wheel locks while reclining
or inclining (reverse recline) the wheelchair.

When returning the occupant of the wheelchair to
the full upright position, more body strength will be
required for approximately the last twenty (20) de-
grees of incline (reverse recline).

GAP - Approximate distance between the end of the
seat rail and the footrest mounting tube.

REAR/FRONT MOUNTING HOLE - Position of the
screw and washer on the underside of the wheelchair
frame. One (1) of three (3) components that deter-
mine seat depth.
