Fuel mixture

 The setting of the
carburettor means that
the engine is adapted to
local conditions, for
example, the climate,
altitude, petrol and the
type of 2-stroke oil.

 The fuel quantity in relation to the air flow permitted by
the throttle opening is adjusted using the L and H-needles.

Basic setting

e The carburettor is set to its basic setting when test run at the
factory.

Correctly adjusted carburettor

A correctly adjusted carburettor means that the machine
accelerates without hesitation and the machine 4-cycles a little
at max speed. Furthermore, the cutting attachment must not
rotate/move at idling. A too lean adjusted low speed needle L
may cause starting difficulties and bad acceleration.

A too lean adjusted high speed needle H gives lower power =
less capacity, bad acceleration and/or damage to the engine.

A too rich adjustment of the two speed needles L and H gives
acceleration problems or too low working speed.

Cleaning the air filter

Dismantle the air filter cover and remove the air filter. Wash in
clean, warm soapy water. Ensure that the filter is dry before
refitting. An air filter used for a long period of time can never
be cleaned completely. Therefore it is necessary to replace the
filter from time to time with a new filter. A damaged air filter
must always be replaced.

If the machine is used in dusty conditions the air filter
should be soaked in oil, see the section on “Oiling the air
filter*.

Oiling the air filter
Always use filter oil. The
filter oil contains a solvent
to make it spread evenly
through the filter. You
should therefore avoid skin
contact. Put the filter in a
plastic bag and the pour the |
filter oil over it.

Angle gear

Normally, the grease does not
need to be changed except
when repairs are carried out.

NOTE: Use only JONSERED replacement parts. Use of other
brands of replacement parts can cause damage to your unit or
injury to the operator or others.

Maintenance schedule

Below you will find some general maintenance instructions.

Daily maintenance

« Clean the exterior of the machine.

e Check that the harness is undamaged.

¢ Check the guard for damage or cracks.

¢ Change the guard in case of impacts or cracks.

Replace if necessary.

¢ A non-balanced blade/trimmer head induces heavy
vibrations that may damage the machine.

e Check that the locking nut is sufficiently tightened.

e Check that nuts and screws are sufficiently tightened.

Weekly maintenance

e Check the starter, especially cord and return spring.

« Clean the carburetor area.

« Clean the exterior of the spark plug.

« Remove it and check the electrode gap.

e Adjust it to 0,5 mm (.020"), or change the spark plug.

¢ Clean the cooling fins on the cylinder and check that the air
intake at the starter is not clogged.

e Check that the angle gear is filled with grease up to 3/4. Use
special grease.

e Clean the air filter.

« Clean or replace the muffler’s spark arrest screen (only
mufflers with a catalytic converter).

Monthly maintenance

« Clean the fuel tank.

 Clean the exterior of the carburetor and the space around it.

e Clean the fan and the space around it.

e Check fuel hose for cracks or other damage. Change if
necessary.

e Change fuel filter in fuel tank.

e Check clutch, clutch spring and clutch drum for wear.
Change if necessary.

e Check electrical wires and connections.

e Change the spark plug.

e Change the airfilter.

e Check and clean the muffler’s spark arrest screen if necessary
(only mufflers with a catalytic converter).

Your emission
control system includes parts such as the carburetor the
ignition system and catalytic converter.

Where a warrantable condition exists, Jonsered will repair
your small off-road engine at no cost to you including
diagnosis, parts and labor.

MANUFACTURER’S WARRANTY
COVERAGE

The 2001 and later small off-road engines are warranted
for two years. If any emission related part on your engine
is defective, the part will be repaired or replaced by
Jonsered.

OWNER’S WARRANTY
RESPONSIBILITIES

As the small off-road engine owner, you are responsible
for the performance of the required maintenance listed in
your Owner’s Manual. Jonsered recommends that you
retain all receipts covering maintenance on your small off-
road engine, but Jonsered cannot deny warranty solely for
the lack of receipts or for your failure to ensure the
performance of all scheduled maintenance.

As the small off-road engine owner, you should however
be aware that Jonsered may deny you warranty coverage
if your small off-road engine or a part has failed due to
abuse, neglect, improper maintenance or unapproved
modifications. You are responsible for presenting your
small off-road engine to a Jonsered authorized servicing
dealer as soon as a problem exists. The warranty repairs
should be completed in a reasonable amount of time, not
to exceed 30 days.
