Since the signals of these premium pay channels are
scrambled, a cable TV converter/decoder is generally provided to the subscriber by the cable TV company. This
decoder box is necessary for normal viewing of the scrambled channels. For more specific instructions on
installing cable TV, consult your cable TV company.

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USING THE REMOTE CONTROL UNIT

INTRODUCTIONS

This Remote Control Unit allows you to operate your
TV set and most models of remote-controlled VCR's
and Cable TV Converters even if they are different
brands. However, this Remote Unit must be
programmed to control other brands of VCR’s and/or
Converters.

®Before attempting to operate your Remote Unit, in-
stall the batteries according to the section “INSTAL-
LING AND REPLACING BATTERIES” shown below.

®For more detailed instructions, see the section
“PROGRAMMING THE REMOTE CONTROL UNIT*
on page 14.

INSTALLING AND REPLACING BATTERIES

1. Place the Remote Control Unit with the face down.
Push down the tab and pull out from top to remove
the battery cover.

2. Place the two “AAA” size alkaline batteries,
matching the + and — signs on each battery to
the + and — signs in the Remote Unit.

3. Replace the battery cover until the lock snaps.

OPERATION

Generally, the Remote Control Unit is all that is required to operate the TV set.

TO TURN THE TV SET ON

Press the POWER button to turn the TV set on.

The POWER indicator (Yellow) will light up and the
picture will appear in a few seconds.

“B5" in sequence. Channel 125 will be selected.
If the second digit is not pressed within 2 seconds,
channel 1 will be selected, and if the third digit is not
pressed within 2 seconds, channel 12 is selected.

Note: If you select a channel that is not within the
capabilities of this TV, the set will automatically
select the lowest memorized channel.

®|f the power is cut off while you are viewing the TV, and the power is resupplied, the TV is turned on auto-
matically by the Last Situation Memory feature.
