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About the DTS multi-channel audio format

The DTS multi-channel audio format is availabla en CD, LD and DVD software. DTS Is a strictly
digital format and can not be decoded inside most CD, LD or DVD players. For this reason, if you
attempt to histen to DTS encoded software through the analeg output of your new CD, LD or DVD
player, you will expenence digital noise in most cases. This noise can be quite loud if the analog
output is connected directly to a high power amplification system. Proper measures for playing the
digital output as described below should be taken to avaid this situation. To enjoy DTS Digital
Surround playback, an external 5.1 channel DTS Digital Surround decoder system or an amplifier
with a built-in DTS Digital Surround decoder must be connected to the digital output (S/P DIF, AES/
EBU or Tosktink} of a CD, LD or DVD player.

The 3 Stereo mode will redirect the surround signal to the front left and right speakers when only the front and center speakers
are used.
