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Using Your Sound Station

The Easi-Speak™ connects to the Sound Station via the
headphone output socket. With the USB cap in place,
turn the Easi-Speak™ until the headphone socket faces
the jack plug on the Sound Station and push it into
place. Turn the Sound Station on and press the
Easi-Speak™ play button, then adjust the Sound Station
volume control to the desired level. It may be necessary
to increase the Easi-Speak™ volume, before docking, to
achieve the best results (the volume controls are not
accessible once the Easi-Speak™ is docked).

Power LED

The power LED is illuminated whenever the Sound
Station is turned on. When not in use, turn your Sound
Station off by rotating the volume switch until you hear
a “click” and the red power light turns off.
