Access to your blower coils lilter
could not be more convenient.
The filter access panel is easily
removed without the need lor
tools. The single filter slides
casily in and out of the unit on
rails. In some cases your filter
may be installed in a return air
register located in a wall or
ceiling. Ask your dealer 1o show
you where the filier is located.

The filer should he checked
monthly and replaced, or cleaned
when necessary. The fitter size is
printed on a label affixed to the
filter access panel. A label with the
word “washable” indicates your
unit is equipped with a re-usable
foam filter. These filters can be
cleaned with a mild soap and
waler solution. Rinse the filter
thoroughly and let it dry
completely helore it is returned o
the unit. Take note of the filter air
flow arrow when replacing your
iler.
The filter and all access panels
must be in place any time the
unit is in operation,
Important!

Turn off electrical power to
the unit at the disconnect
switch before performing any
maintenance. The unit may
have multiple power supplies.

It is also very impertant to
provide unrestricted airtlow to
the outdoor unit. Leaves, trash
or shrubs crowding the unit
cause the unit to work harder
and use more encrgy.

Keep shrubbery trimmed away
from the unit and periodically
check for debris which may have
collected around the unit.

® The refrigerant charge should
be checked and system pressures
should be gauged.

® The condensate drain fine should
he checked for free and
unobstructed fow and it should
be clearied, il necessary.
