MAINTENANCE

In order to ensure pea.lz perfor—
mance, your system must he prop-
erly maintained. A little effort on
your part will lzeep your system in

top form year after year. c10ggecl
filters and blocked airflow prevent

your unit from operating at its

most efficient level.

Ask your Lennox dealer to show
you where your indoor unit’s filter
is located. It will be either at the
indoor unit (ins{:allecl internal or
external to the cabinet) or behind a
return air grille in the wall or ceil-

ing. Check the filter monthly and

clean or replace it as needed.
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Disposal)le {ilters should be
rep]aced with a filter of the same
type and size. If you are unsure
ahout the filter you need for your
system, call your indepenclent

Lennox dealer for assistance.
Important!

Turn off electrical power to the
unit at the disconnect switch
before per{orrning any
maintenance. The unit may

have multiple power supplies.

Many indoor units are equipped
with re-usable foam filters. These
filters can be cleaned with a mild
soap and water solution. Rinse the
filter thorougl'lly and let it (lry
completely before returning it to
the unit or gri]le.
