Battery Levels

The Magellan RoadMate receiver has an 
internal battery that is charging whenever the 
receiver is connected to external power1.  

Note:  The battery can only be serviced by 
authorized Magellan repair facilities.

Viewing the Battery Level Indicator

1.	 While viewing the Map screen, tap on 
the Menu button in the right corner. 

2.	 The battery level indicator is located in 
the upper right corner of the Main Menu, 
just below the satellite signal indicator.  
Green bars indicate battery level.

Speaker Volume

Changing the Volume from the Map 
Screen

1.	 Tap the speaker icon . Additional 
controls appear.

1	 When the device is very cold or very hot, the battery will 
not charge.

2.	 Tap the speaker button to mute the 
volume, or tap the ‘+’ or ‘-’ buttons to 
raise or lower the volume.

3.	 Tap  .

Changing the Volume from Settings

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Keypad

The keypad is the most common method for 
entering data into the Magellan RoadMate 
receiver.

Previous 
City

(Enter City only)  Displays 
a list of cities previously 
entered.  Tap on a city from 
the displayed list to accept 
that city.

Zip Code (Enter City only)  Displays a 
numeric keypad to quickly 
enter a city when the zip 
code is known.

List (Enter City only)  While 
entering a city, press the 
List button to bring up a 
list of cities beginning with 
the characters you have 
entered.

Notes on Entering Data

If you are having trouble getting the results 
you expected, here are a few useful tips.

•	Check for apostrophes and hyphens. If 
you do not see the POI or street name you 
are looking for in the list, check to see if 
the name has an apostrophe or hyphen.

•	The more characters you enter, the 
smaller the list of possible options is from 
which to choose.

•	When entering a street or city name it is 
not necessary to use accented letters. You 
can enter city and streets names using 
only standard characters.

QuickSpell

Another feature the Magellan RoadMate 
receiver uses to make entering cities and 
streets easier is a feature known as QuickSpell. 
As letters are entered for a city or street the 
QuickSpell feature checks the database for 
cities or streets that begin with the letters 
entered.  Any letters that could not be used to 
spell a city or street name are greyed out.  This 
provides quick and error-free city and street 
name entry.

Smart City Search

The Magellan RoadMate receiver utilizes a 
feature known as “Smart City Search”.  Smart 
City Search attempts to predict the city you 
are looking for.  This prediction is based upon 
two factors; your position and cities you’ve 
gone to before.
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Whenever entering or searching on an 
address the first screen displayed is the Enter 
City Name keyboard.

As letters are entered, QuickSpell checks 
the database for cities beginning with the 
letters entered.  Keys that don’t spell a city in 
the database are greyed out and Smart City 
Search displays a suggested city in the text 
field.

  
If the city is correct, tap the  button to 
continue.

The  button can be tapped to display 
the list of cities that begin with the letters 
entered.

Routing Mode Map Screen

In routing mode, a destination has been set 
and a route has been calculated.

Detailed information is displayed about the 
route you have selected.    

(A)	 Turn instructions for next maneuver. Tap 
icon to display the maneuver list (available 
only when routing).  Distance and road 
name for the next maneuver. Tap to repeat 
last voice instruction. 

(B)	 Following maneuver indicator.

(C)	 Posted speed limit on the current travel 
road. (Not available on every road.)

(D) Traffic delay on current route. Red if 
projected delay more than 15% of trip 
time. Tap for additional information and 
avoidance options. (Selected models, with 
Magellan-supplied power adapter.)

(E)	 Information display.  Displays speed, time 
of day, elevation, compass direction.  While 
routing it also can also display distance 
to destination, estimated time of arrival 
(ETA), and time remaining.  Tap on the 
information field to change.

(F)	 Zoom in and zoom out controls to change 
the map scale.

(G)	 Access Main Menu.

(H)	 Access the list of nearest Highway Exit 
POIs (available only when driving on a 
highway/freeway/interstate).

(J)	 Bluetooth (Selected models only)

(K)	 Access OneTouch Menu for instant access 
to your saved search criteria and favorite 
destinations.

Setting Map Options

The map display can be customized in Settings 
to your preferences.

1.	 From the Map screen, tap the MENU 
button.

2.	 Tap the Settings Icon.

3.	 Tap Map button.

4.	 Use the Map Options screen to customize 
what is shown on the map and how the 
map is displayed.

Night Mode

Night Mode determines when (or if) the 
display switches from daytime mode to night 
mode. The button displays the active setting - 
tap to see the options and select the one you 
like. There may be a brief delay before the 
selected mode becomes active.

The OneTouch™ menu provides quick access 
to your home address, emergency services, gas 
stations and addresses or searches you have 
stored to the OneTouch menu.

Accessing the OneTouch Menu

1.	 From the Map screen, tap the OneTouch 
icon in the upper right corner.

The Home Button

Tap the Home icon.

If you have a Home Address saved, the 
receiver will begin giving you navigation 
information to arrive at your home.

If you do not have a Home Address saved you 
will be prompted to enter one.

If you select Yes, you will need to enter 
your home address using the Enter Address 
keyboard.

To use your current location for Home, just 
press the Use My Current Location button.

Note:  If you need to edit or delete the Home 
address you selected here you can do this by 
going to the Address Book (found in the Main 
menu) and edit the entry labeled “Home”.

Saving a POI Search Criteria to OneTouch

Besides frequently visited destinations, you can 
also save POI search criteria to a OneTouch 
button. For example you may frequently 
search for coffee shops near your location or 
gas stations along your route. You can save 
these searches for later use.

1.	 Tap the OneTouch button in the top right 
corner of the Map screen. 

2.	 Tap one of the Assign buttons.  

3.	 Tap Search.

4.	 Tap one of the POI categories in the list.

5.	 If the next screen contains a list of 
subcategories, tap one of the POI 
subcategories in the list to further narrow 
the search, or tap “All Subcategories” to 
select all the subcategories or continue 
defining your search criteria.

6.	 Using the keypad, enter a name for the 
button and tap .

Using OneTouch 

With the OneTouch menu set up you can now 
go to a saved address or search.

1.	 Tap the OneTouch button in the top right 
corner of the Map screen. 

2.	 Tap one of the assigned OneTouch 
buttons.  

3.	 If the assigned button is for a search, 
the list of POIs is displayed.  Tap on the 
desired POI.

The “Preview” icon  at the bottom of 
the display displays a screen where you 
can step through the available POIs while 
viewing their location on the map.

Creating a Destination to an Address

When creating an address, the first step is to 
enter the city. 

•	To specify the city, you can enter the name 
of the city, enter the ZIP code for the city, 
or select a previously used city.

1.	 From the Main Menu tap the Address 
icon,  enter City:

To select the city from the list of previous 
cities, tap the Previous City button .

To enter a new city: use the keyboard 
to enter the first few characters of any 
significant word in the city name. If the 
city you are entering appears in the top

Optional: If the city name includes 
numbers, tap  to switch to the 
numeric keyboard.

To view a list of cities that begin with the 
characters you entered, tap . Tap 
the city name to select it or tap  to 
return to the keyboard.

Also, you can just enter the first digits 
of the zip and choose from the list of 
matching cities.

With the city selected, the keyboard will 
be displayed prompting you for the street 
name.  
(Note: Street name not needed when 
navigating to City Center).

Use the keyboard to enter the street 
name. It is not necessary to enter 
accented characters. Enter the first few 
characters of any significant word in the 
street name and tap  or continue 
entering characters until the list of streets 
is displayed. 

3.	 	Tap the street name from the list.

4.	 Enter Street number:

Use the keyboard to enter the street 
number for the address. The range of 
acceptable street numbers is displayed 
before you start typing. Tap   when 
the street number is complete.
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5.	 The GO screen appears with the address 
of the selected location, the estimated 
time of arrival (ETA), the distance to 
travel, and the routing method (e.g. 
Fastest Time).

(Optional:) Tap Options if you want to 
change the routing method.  

(Optional) Tap  to preview the route.

6.	 Tap the large GO button on the right 
to return to the Map screen and begin 
routing. 

Tip: If you know that you will use a 
destination later, before tapping the 
orange button you can tap Save to save it 
in your Address Book or in the OneTouch 
menu.

Tips on Entering Addresses Quickly

•	When you are entering the name of a city 
or a street, Magellan software only displays 
those characters that appear in possible 
search results. The other characters are 
grayed out.

•	When entering city names or street names, 
tap the List button after a couple of letters; 
Magellan software lists the items that 
contain the specified characters.

•	You can also search by ZIP codes. This 
narrows the number of matching cities to 
normally less than four.

Intersections

Creating a Destination to an Intersection

When the street number is not known, an 
intersecting street can pinpoint the location.

1.	 From the Main Menu, tap the Intersection 
icon.  

2.	 Enter City:

	 You have three ways to do this:

To select the city from the list of previous 
cities, tap the Previous City button .

To enter a new city: use the keyboard 
to enter the first few characters of any 
significant word in the city name. If the 
city you are entering appears in the top 
field you can tap the city name or .  

At any time you can tap the List button to 
bring up a list of cities that begin with the 
characters you entered. Tap to select the 
city from the list. 

To enter a ZIP code: if needed, tap the 
Zip Code button to switch to the numeric 
keyboard. Enter the ZIP code. Tap  

 to bring up a list of cities with the 
zip code entered.

3.	 Enter Street name:

With the city selected, the keyboard will 
be displayed prompting you for the street 
name.

Use the keyboard to enter the street 
name. It is not necessary to enter 
accented characters. Enter the first few 
characters of any significant word in the 
street name and tap the  or continue 
entering characters until the list of streets 
is displayed. 

	 Tap the street name from the list.

4.	 Enter the second street:

Enter the name of the second street as 
you did the first street.

5.	 A screen appears with the address of the 
selected location, the estimated time of 
arrival (ETA), the distance to travel, and 
the routing method (e.g. Fastest Time).
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(Optional) Tap Routing Mode if you want 
to change the routing method between 
Vehicle Mode and Pedestrian Mode. 

6.	 Tap the large GO button on the right 
to return to the Map screen and begin 
routing.

City Centers

Creating a Destination to a City Center

City Center allows you to select any city on 
the map as your destination. This option is 
particularly useful when you want to go to 
a city without having any specific address 
to select.  (A route to a city center uses 
the geographical center of the city as the 
destination point.)

1.	 From the Main Menu, tap the City Center 
icon.  

2.	 Enter City:

To select the city from the list of previous 
cities, tap the Previous City button .

To enter a new city: use the keyboard 
to enter the first few characters of any 
significant word in the city name. If the 
city you are entering appears in the top 
field you can tap the city name or .  

At any time you can tap the List button 
to bring up a list of cities that begin with 
the characters you entered. Tap a city 
name to select it. 

To enter a ZIP code: if needed, tap the 
Zip Code button to switch to the numeric 
keyboard. Enter the ZIP code. Tap  

 to bring up a list of cities with the 
zip code entered.

3.	 A screen appears with the address of the 
selected location, the estimated time of 
arrival (ETA), the distance to travel, and 
the routing method (e.g. Fastest Time).

(Optional) Tap Options if you want to 
change the routing method.

4.	 Tap the large GO button on the right 
to return to the Map screen and start 
navigating.

Previous Destinations

About Previous Destinations

Each time you create a route, it is saved in 
the list of previous destinations. 

If the route includes multiple destinations, 
all of those destinations are saved as part 
of that route.

Icon Usage
Single - destination route

Multiple - destination route

Saved car location

When you turn the receiver off, it saves 
that location as your car’s location.  

Routing to a Previous Destination

1.	 From the Main Menu, tap the Previous 
icon.  

2.	 Select the destination from the list of 
previous destinations.

3.	 A screen appears with the address of the 
selected location, the estimated time of 
arrival (ETA), the distance to travel, and 
the routing method (e.g. Fastest).

Saving a Destination to Your Address 
Book

Whenever you create a destination you can 
save the destination to your address book 
before beginning the route.

2.	 The Edit Information screen is displayed.  
If you want to save this location to 
the OneTouch menu, select Add to 
OneTouch.

Editing the entry

Tap the Name field and use the keyboard 
to enter a name for the address book 
entry. 

(Optional) Tap <Work, Cell or Home 
phone> to specify a phone number for 
the address book entry.

A screen appears with 
the address of the selected location, 
the estimated time of arrival (ETA), 
the distance to travel, and the routing 
method (e.g. Fast).

3.	 (Optional) Tap Options if you want to 
change the routing method.

4.	 Tap the large GO button on the right 
to return to the Map screen and start 
navigating.
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6  Traveling on a Route

Map Screen

When a route has been calculated, the 
first maneuver and turn instructions will be 
displayed at the top of the screen. If sounds 
are enabled, the instruction will be spoken. 
The turn instructions include the name of the 
street that comes next in your Turn List and its 
distance. If you are not in the city in which the 
next street is, the name of the city is displayed 
instead.

As the route progresses, voice alerts will be 
used to prompt you of upcoming maneuvers.

Maneuver List

The Maneuver List displays all of the 
maneuvers to be made to complete the route 
and arrive at the destination.  

Accessing the Maneuver List

When a route is active, tap the maneuver icon 
in the top left corner of the Map screen.

Viewing a Maneuver

While the maneuver list is displayed, tap on 
any maneuver instruction to see a map view of 
the maneuver. 

Excluding a Maneuver

1.	 This is used to modify the route to 
possibly avoid routing on a particular 
street.

2.	 Access the Maneuver List.

3.	 Tap the Avoid icon  for the maneuver 
you want to avoid.

4.	 Tap Yes to confirm.

5.	 The Magellan RoadMate  receiver 
recalculates the route and the Map screen 
returns.

Types of Routes

There are a wide variety of methods you can 
use to create a route. Each method is discussed 
in the chapter which is associated with it. 

Route Options

Just as you can use different methods to select 
a destination, the Magellan RoadMate  can 
calculate the route several different ways. 
Routes can be calculated by the following 
methods:

Fastest Time (Fast): the fastest possible route 
provided the vehicle is able to travel at or near 
the speed limit.

Shortest Distance (Short): the shortest 
possible route.

Most Use of Freeway:  creates a route that 
uses freeways whenever possible.

Least Use of Freeway: creates a route that 
avoids use of freeways.

When a destination is selected, the Magellan 
RoadMate  offers the route with the default 
selected routing method first.
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Choosing the Routing Method

To choose the routing method as you’re 
establishing a trip, tap Options when the ‘Go’ 
screen is displayed. The Magellan RoadMate  
calculates the route and displays the travel 
time of each method. 

Comparing Routing Methods

You can visually compare options by tapping 
the map icon  at the lower right of the 
screen. A map is shown with the various route 
options color-coded on the map and 
corresponding  buttons at the bottom of the 
screen.   

Tap the method you prefer and the trip will be 
routed by that method.

To Change the Default Routing Method 

1.	 From the Main Menu, tap the Settings 
icon.

2.	 Tap Navigation.

3.	 Use the Route Method drop-down menu 
to select the default routing method.

Special Routing Functions

Cancelling a Route

1.	 From the Map screen, tap Menu.

2.	 On the Main Menu, tap the Cancel Trip  
icon.

3.	 Tap Yes to confirm that you want to 
cancel the route.   

OR

4.	 Tap the OneTouch icon from the Map 
screen to display the OneTouch menu.

5.	 Tap the cancel route  icon.

6.	 Tap Yes to confirm that you want to 
cancel the route.  

Detouring off a Route

1.	 From the Map screen, tap Menu.

2.	 Tap the Detour icon.  

3.	 Different detours are calculated using 
the same routing method that was used 
to create the route. The list of alternate 
routes is displayed along with Estimated 
Time of Arrival for each. (ETA)

(Optional) You can check the Maneuver 
List of an alternate route if you tap the  
button on the right.

4.	 Tap the desired alternate route.

Traffic Delays and Detours

When a route is active, the traffic icon displays 
projected traffic delays on the route. The traffic 
icon is green when there is little traffic, and red 
when there is a significant delay. 

Tap the icon to see a traffic report along your 
route.   

If significant delays exist, you may be offered 
an alternate route.

(Optional) Tap Traffic Report to see a list of 
incidents.   

(Optional) Tap any of the incidents to see it on 
the map, or tap the map icon at the bottom to 
see all of them on a map.

As usual, tap  (Back button) at any time to 
return to a previous screen.

Multiple destination trips

Once you create a route, you can add 
destinations and change the route sequence.

You can also save trips to OneTouch.

Creating a multiple destination trip

To create a multiple destination trip, create 
a regular trip (route) by any of the usual 
methods. The route can be your intended end 
point or any of your intended destinations 
along the trip.

1.	 Select Menu, then Edit Trip.    

2.	 The Multiple Destination List screen is 
displayed. Tap Add.

3.	 The Select Destination screen is shown. 
You can search or select a destination by 
any of the usual means. 
(Address, Intersection, City Center, Points 
of Interest, etc.)   

4.	 Tap the icon for the method you want . 
Then search or select a destination.

5.	 When you select a destination, the  
Multiple Destination List screen is displayed 
with the last location you added at the 
bottom.
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Changing  the sequence of destinations  

Use the Multiple Destination List screen 
to edit destination sequence and to add, 
remove, or skip destinations.

1.	 Tap the Optimize button to arrange the 
destinations from closest to farthest.

2.	 Use the  up/down arrows  on each 
destination to move it up or down in the 
list.

To skip to a destination

1.	 Tap the destination’s GO arrow  to 
skip previous stops and go to it directly.

2.	 The previous destinations remain in 
the list, To select a previous or skipped 
destination, tap its GO button.

To remove a destination

1.	 Tap a destination (not on its arrows or 
GO button) to select it.

2.	 The Remove button is then available. Tap 
it to remove the selected destination.
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7  Points of Interest (POI)

The Magellan RoadMate  receiver has 
preloaded POIs that can be used as a 
destination for a route. Selecting a restaurant 
or finding a gas station nearby is at your 
fingertips.

Creating a Route to a POI by Category

POIs are categorized into unique categories 
from gas stations to tourist attractions. Most, 
but not all categories are further organized 
into subcategories. Restaurants have, for 
example, several subcategories that provide a 
way to search for restaurants serving Chinese 
food, fast food, or other favorites.

1.	 From the Main Menu, tap the Points of 
Interest icon.  

2.	 Tap one of the POI categories in the list. 

3.	 If the next screen contains a list of 
subcategories, tap one of the POI 
subcategories in the list to further narrow 
the search, or “All Subcategories”.

4.	 POIs near your current position are 
displayed.  You can tap “Near...” for 
different search criteria (Near Current 
Position, Near City, or Near Address).

If you select Near City or Near Address 
you will need to enter the city or address 
information.

5.	 Select the POI desired from the list of 
POIs.

6.	 The ‘Go’ screen appears with the address 
of the selected location, the estimated 
time of arrival (ETA), the distance to 
travel, and the routing method (e.g. 
Fastest Time).

(Optional) Tap Options if you want 
to change the routing method.  You 
can select from Fastest Time, Shortest 
Distance, Mostly Freeways or Least Use of 
Freeways.

7.	 Tap the large Go button on the right 
to return to the Map screen and begin 
navigating to the POI selected.
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Creating a Route to a POI by Name

1.	 From the Main Menu, tap the Points of 
Interest icon.  

2.	 Tap the Search By Name button.

3.	 Spell the name of the POI to be used as 
the destination. You don’t need to enter 
the full name, but the more characters 
you enter, the easier it will be to find the 
exact POI you are searching for.  Tap .

4.	 POIs near your current position are 
displayed.  You can tap “Near” for 
different search criteria (Near Current 
Position, Near City, or Near Address).

If you select Near City or Near Address 
you will need to enter the city or address 
information.

5.	 Select the POI desired from the list of 
POIs.

6.	 The ‘Go’ screen appears with the address 
of the selected location, the estimated 
time of arrival (ETA), the distance to 
travel, and the routing method (e.g. Fast).

(Optional) Tap Options if you want to 
change the routing method.

7.	 Tap the large Go button on the right 
to return to the Map screen and start 
navigating.

Creating a Route to a Highway Exit POI

The Highway Exit POIs function provides a 
way of accessing commonly used POIs that 
are near an exit you are approaching while 
travelling on a highway. Highway Exit POIs 
include restaurants, gas stations, car repair 
facilities and hotels. Highway Exit POIs can be 
accessed while on a route or just driving, as 
long as you are on a highway1.

1.	 From the Map screen, tap the Highway 
Exit POIs button when it appears.  

2.	 The list of the next highway exits and 
their distance from your current position 
appear.

1	 Highway Exit POIs are available on Interstates, freeways, 
and many state highways.

3.	 Small symbols represent the following 
service POIs near the exits:

	 Restaurants  

	 Gas Stations  

	 Car Repair  

	 Accommodations  

4.	 Tap any of the symbols to get a list of 
related POIs near the exit.

5.	 Select one POI from the list, and tap .

6.	 The ‘Go’ screen appears with the address 
of the selected POI, the estimated time of 
arrival (ETA), the distance to travel, and 
the routing method.

(Optional) Tap Options if you want to 
change the routing method.

7.	 Tap the Go button on the right to return 
to the Map screen and begin routing to 
the POI selected.
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8 Bluetooth

Please note that not all of the features of the 
Magellan RoadMate   Bluetooth will work with 
all phones as features of cellular phones vary 
from manufacturer to manufacturer.

Pairing your Bluetooth-ready Phone for 
the First Time 

Before you use the Bluetooth function of the 
Magellan RoadMate  receiver you must pair 
your Bluetooth-ready phone to the RoadMate 
.  A list of compatible phones can be found on 
the Magellan web site at www.magellangps.
com/support.  Before beginning you should 
have the instructions supplied with your 
phone for questions about accessing the 
Bluetooth pairing mode for your phone.

1.	 From the Map screen, tap the Bluetooth 
icon.

4.	 Enable Bluetooth on your phone.  (See 
instructions supplied with your phone for 
any questions.)

5.	 On your phone, begin the searching for 
Bluetooth device function.

4.	 From the Map screen, tap the Bluetooth 
icon.

5.	 Tap Call Home.

6.	 If your home phone number has not 
been set, a screen asking you if you want 
to enter your home phone number is 
displayed.  Tap Yes.  Enter your home 
phone number using the keypad. You will 
need to select Call Home again from the 
Phone menu.

From this screen 
you can hang up, enter numbers for 
automated answer services, mute the call, 
and adjust the volume and microphone 
gain..

Hanging Up

1.	 To hang up and disconnect the call, tap 
the red phone button on the Connected 
screen.

Entering Numeric Data

1.	 When connecting to an automated 
answering service you are sometimes 
required to enter a number in response to 
an automated question.  Tap the button 
and a numeric keypad is displayed that 
can be used to reply.

Setting Volume and Microphone Gain

1.	 If you are having trouble hearing the 
person on the call you can adjust the 
volume or if they are having trouble 
hearing you, adjust the microphone gain.  
(The higher the gain, the better they will 
hear you but they will also hear more 
road and background noise so you may 
need to try different settings for the best 
balance.)

2.	 Tap Night Mode to select Automatic for 
the timed adjustment, on always or off 
always.

Setting Heading Up or North Up in 2D 
Mode

Sets how the map is normally displayed; in 3D 
mode (perspective view), or 2D (top down 
view) in either 2D-Heading Up or 2D-North Up 
(2DN). 

1.	 From the Main Menu screen, tap the 
Settings icon.     

2.	 Tap Map.

3.	 Tap 3D, 2D Heading Up or 2D North Up 
to toggle between settings.

The selected mode is shown on the button.

Assigning Visible POIs

You can select which POI icons are displayed 
on the map.

1.	 From the Main Menu screen, tap Settings.    

2.	 Tap Map.

3.	 Tap POI Visibility.

4.	 The POI types are listed.  
Check the POIs you want shown and 
uncheck those you want hidden.

5.	 The entry for Exit POI’s can be turned  on/
off here.

Setting Auto Zoom on Turns

You can set the map to automatically zoom in 
to the lowest level when coming up to a turn.

1.	 From the Main Menu screen, tap the 
Settings icon.

3.	 Checking Auto Zoom on Turns enables 
this function.

Setting Highway Lane Assist

Highway Lane Assist  displays highway signs 
on the map screen as you approach a highway 
interchange, 

1.	 From the Main Menu screen, tap the 
Settings icon.     

2.	 Tap Map.
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3.	 Check Highway Lane Assist to enable 
the function.

Sound

Setting Volume from Settings

1.	 From the Main Menu screen, tap the 
Settings icon. 

2.	 Tap Sound.

3.	 Tap inside the volume slider bar to set 
the desired volume level.

Turning Button Sounds On/Off

1.	 From the Main Menu screen, tap the 
Settings icon. 

2.	 Tap Sound.

3.	 Unchecking Button Sounds will turn off 
the audible indication that a button is 
tapped.

Turning Smart Volume On/Off

Smart Volume adjusts the sound levels based 
on vehicle speed which normally increases 
road noise making the speaker harder to 
hear.

3.	 Unchecking Smart Volume turns  Smart 
Volume off.

Setting The Default Route Method

Choose between Fastest Time, Shortest 
Distance, Mostly Freeways, or Least Use of 
Freeways.

3.	 Use the drop-down menu to select the 
default routing method.

Enabling Spoken Street Names

allows street names to be spoken while 
giving guidance.

Enabling U Turn Guidance

1.	 From the Main Menu screen, tap the 
Settings icon.

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3.	 Checking Enable U Turns will allow the 
receiver to use U turns when necessary 
to compute your route.

Avoiding Toll Roads

3.	 Checking Avoid Toll Roads tells the 
receiver to avoid toll roads whenever 
possible.

Avoiding Unpaved Roads

1.	 From the Main Menu screen, tap the 
Settings icon.

3.	 Checking Avoid Unpaved Roads tells 
the receiver to avoid unpaved roads 
whenever possible.

Traffic

Traffic information is available on selected 
models when using an approved Magellan 
power supply.

Enable/Disable traffic

From the Main Menu screen, tap the Settings 
icon.   

Tap Traffic.

Check Enable Live Traffic to display traffic 
information on the map screen.

Displaying Traffic Popups

From the Main Menu screen, tap the Settings 
icon.

Check Automatic Traffic Popup to display 
popup traffic information.

Setting Audible Traffic Warnings

5.	 The Dim on Battery Power option will 
prolong battery life by dimming the 
display while using internal battery 
power.  Check to turn this option on.

Setting Speed Warning Options

3.	 Set Audible Warning on or off.

4.	 Set Visible Warning on or off.

5.	 The Visible checkbox determines if the 
speed limit icon is displayed on the 
screen.

6.	 Set the number of miles above the speed 
limit you want the warnings to be alerted 
or highways and other roads.

Phantom Alerts

Phantom-ALERTS provide warnings about 
road safety, speed traps, and more. Basic 
phantomALERTS include red light cameras and  
speed cameras. 

1.	 From the Main Menu screen, tap the 
Settings icon.   

2.	 Tap Phantom Alerts.
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3.	 Tap each enabled button. (Red Light 
Cameras, etc.)

4.	 Each type of alert can be set to enable 
or disable Audio Alert, Visual Alert, and 
Show on Map.

5.	 Tap the back arrow to return to the 
Phantom Alerts screen.

Setting the GPS Position

If the Magellan RoadMate receiver is 
transported over 800 km/500 mi while turned 
off, it may take a long time to find satellites and 
establish its location. Setting the GPS position 
will allow the Magellan RoadMate receiver 
to compute which satellites are available and 
calculate the position more quickly.

1.	 From the Main Menu screen, tap the 
Settings icon.   

2.	 Tap GPS.

3.	 Tap Set GPS Position.

4.	 Enter an address as if you were selecting 
a destination.

Viewing the GPS Status

1.	 Tap the satellite signal indicator in the 
upper right corner of the Main Menu 
screen to access the GPS Status screen 

2.	 You can also access the GPS Status screen  
from Settings > GPS > Status.

Bluetooth

Selected models have Bluetooth functionality.

Restoring All Default System Settings

1.	 Access the System Settings menu (above).

2.	 Tap Restore Default.

3.	 Confirm that you want to proceed in 
restoring all the system defaults.

Product Information

Viewing Product Information

1.	 From the Main Menu screen, tap the 
Settings icon.   
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2.	 Tap Product Information.

3.	 (Note: Scroll down the page to view the Serial Number and Software Version.)

In Case of Trouble

The receiver does not have a reset button.

If  your receiver doesn’t seem to respond properly, do the following:

1.	 Connect the receiver to a Magellan power supply and see that the indicator light on the 
power button is ‘on’.

2.	 Press and hold the power button for several seconds until it turns off. 

3.	 Press and hold the power button until you see the Magellan logo appear on the screen.

4.	 This clears any user inputs, but does not clear an active route.

To completely clear the receiver:

1.	 Map page > Menu > Settings icon

2.	 Tap “Restore Default Settings”

3.	 To “Restore All Defaults”, tap Yes.

4.	 The receiver should restart with the factory defaults loaded.   
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
