HOW TO SET-UP YOUR LAWN MOWER
ATTACH LOWER HANDLE (See Fig. 1)

Your mower handle can be raised or lowered for your

mowing comfort by assembling the lower handle in the

desired position. This must be done before youL as-
semble the upper handle.

* Layupperhandle onwork surface behind mowe "and
position engine cable so it is on the outside of jeck
mounting bracket as shown.

e We recommend attaching the handles in the "H GH"
position. This will put the upper handle apgroxi-
mately 37 inches up fromthe ground with the wtieels
adjusted in the mid-position. The "LOW" pos.ition
measurement is approximately 34 inches.

* Position lower handle in desired position by tuining
handle over so desired "HIGH" or "LOW" reading is
upwards.

* Attach loosely one leg of lower handle to hzndle
bracket with 3/8-16 x 3/4" hex bolt, 3/8" flat washer
and 3/8-16 lock nut as shown. Do not tighten.

bracket as shown.

* Repeat assembly for opposite side of lower hadle.

HOW TO USE YOUR MOWER

OPERATOR PRESENCE CONTROL BAR

Your mower has a controlbarwhichrequires the op srator
to be behindthe handle to start and runthe mower. When
the operator releases the control bar the engine will stop
and an internal brake helps the blade to stop quickly.

When the operator leaves the operating position to
remove the grass catcher, change the cutting height, pick
up sticks or other objects in the way, the engine will stop
automatically when the control bar is released.

ADJUST CUTTING HEIGHT (See Fig.6)

+ Raise wheels for low cut and lower wheels fo- high
cut.

 Adjust cutting height to suit your requirements.
Medium position is best for most lawns.

e To change cutting height, squeeze adjuster lever
toward wheel. Move wheel up or down to sui: your
requirements. Be sure all wheels are in the same
setting.

BEFORE STARTING ENGINE

OIL & GAS MIXING

* Use a clean, high quality 2 cycle oil. DO NOT use
multi-viscosity oils. Such oils may not provide ade-
quate lubrication and additives in the oil may cause
fouling of the spark plug resulting in difficult o1 non-
starting of the engine. DISREGARD THE MIXING
INSTRUCTIONS ON THE OILCONTAINER. Follow
the instructions below.

e Use fresh, clean, unleaded automotive gasbsline.
(Leaded gasoline and oil mix can be used). DC NOT
USE PREMIUM OR HIGH OCTANE GASOLINE.

The operation of any Lawn Mower can result in foreign objects being thrown into the eyes, which can
result in severe eye danage. Always wear safety glasses or eye shields before starting power tool
operation or while performing any adjustments or repairs. We recommend wide vision safety mask for
over spectacles or star dard glasses availabls at your nearest distributor.

WARNING: Experience indicates that alcohol blended
fuels (called gasohol or using ethanol or methanol) can
attract moisture which leads to separation and formation
of acids during storage. Acidic gas can damage the fuel
system of an engine while in storage. To avoid engine
problems, the fuel system should be emptied before
storage for 30 days orlonger. Drainthe gastank, startthe
engine and let it run until the fuel lines and carburetor are

- empty. Usefreshfuel nextseason. See Storage Instruc-

tions for additional information. Never use engine or
carburetor cleaner products inthe fueltank or permanent
damage may occur.

o TO MIX OIL & GASQLINE - To assure thorough
mixing of oil and gasoline, fill an approved, clean
container with recommended gasoline to one quar-
ter full. Add recommended oil per 24:1 mix ratio.
(One gallon of gasoline requires 5 ounces of oil).

« Screw captightly on container and shake vigorously.
Then unscrew cap and fill container with gasoline

e DO NOT MiIX OIL AND GASOLINE DIRECTLY IN
THE ENGINE FUEL TANK. This will allow oilto enter
the carburetor which will cause engine to be inopera-
tive.

TO START ENGINE

Connect spark plug wire to spark plug.

* PRIME ENGINE (See Fig. 5onpage 7) -
A. To start a new engine, or one that has run out of
fuel, push primer 12 to 15 times to fill fuel lines and
carburetor. Use firm full pushes.
B. To start a cold engine which has been run
previously, but not emptied of fuel, push primer 1 time
using a {ull push.
C. To start a warm engine, priming is not usuaily
necessary. (If engine does not start after three pulls
of the starter, push primer 1 time using a full push).

* Hold operator presence control bar down to the
handle and pull starter handle quickly. Do not allow
starter rope to snap back.

* To "STOP" engine, release operator presence con-
trol bar.

NOTE: In cooler weather it may be necessary to use 2

£y

pushes and repeat priming steps between pulls. In , -

warmer weather over priming may cause flooding and
engine will not start. If you do flood engine wait a few
minutes before attempting to start and DO NOT repeat
priming steps.
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OPERATION

MOWING TIPS

* Under certain conditions, such as very tall grass, it
may be necessary to raise the height of cut to reduce
pushing effort and to keep from overloading the
engine and leaving clumps of grass clippings.

* Forextremely heavy cutting, reduce the width of cut.

¢ Cutting in a counterclockwise direction, starting at
the outside of the area to be cut, spreads grass
clippings more evenly and puts less load on the
engine. To keep clippings off of walkways, flower
beds, etc., make the first cuts in a clockwise direc-
tion.

* Pores in cloth grass catchers (optional accessory)
can become filled with dirt and dust with use and
catchers will collect less grass. To prevent this,
regularly hose catcher off with water and let dry
before using.

MAINTENANCE

CAUTION: DISCONNECT SPARK PLUG WIRE
FROMSPARK PLUG AND PLACE WIRE WHEREIT

A CANNOT COME IN CONTACT WITH THE SPARK
PLUG BEFORE PERFORMING ANY MAINTE-

GENERAL RECOMMENDATION

Once a year you should replace the spark plug, air
filter, and check blade for wear. A new spark plug
and air filter assures proper air-fue! mixture and
helps your engine run better and last longer.

* Follow the Service Recommendation Schedule on

TO REMOVE BLADE (SEE FIG. 7):

* Turn mower on its side. Make sure air filter and
carburetor are up.

* Use a block of wood between blade and mower
housing to prevent blade from turning when bolt is
removed. Protect your hands with gloves and/or
wrap blade with heavy cioth.

* Remove blade bolt by turning counterclockwise.
Use a 9/16" box or open-end wrench.

NOTE: Check the blade bolt lock washer at each
removal for damage and replace if necessary. The lock

*  Put blade adaptor on engine crankshaft.

TO REPLACE BLADE (SEE FIG. 7):
*  Make sure key is in slot in crankshatft.

- Fitblade in adaptor. Be sure trailing edge of blade is
up towards engine.
* Assemble retainer plate, lock washer (undamaged)
and blade bolt.

* Use block of wood to hold blade and tighten bolt
clockwise. The recommended torque is 35 - 40 ft.
Ibs.

NOTE: The bolt used to secure the blade to engine is
specially heat treated. Do not substitute (See Repair
Parts).

¢ The blade can be sharpened with a file or on a
grinding wheel. Do not attempt to sharpen while on
the mower.

ENGINE

SPARK PLUG

Change your spark plug each year to make your engine
start easier and run better. Set spark plug gap a:.025
inch.

AR FILTER

Your engine will not run properly and may be damagjed by
using a dirty air filter.

Replace the air filter every year, more often if you mow in
very dusty, dirty conditions. Do notwash airfilter. “ilters
are available at your nearest Tecumseh Dealer.

CLEANING

CAUTION: DISCONNECT SPARK PLUG WIRE

FROMSPARK PLUG AND PLACE WIREWHEREIT
CANNOT COME IN CONTACT WITH THE SPARK
PLUG.

« Cleanyour mower and engine often to keep build-up
of trash from accumulating around engine. A
clogged engine runs hotter and shortens engine life.
Turn mower on its side with carburetor up.

Clean the underside of your mower by scraping to
remove build-up of grass and trash.

NOTE: We recommend that you clean the underside of
your mower after each use. We DO NOT recommend
using a garden hose to clean mower unless the electrical
system, muffler, air fiter and carburetor are covered to
keep water out. Water in engine can result in shortening
engine life.

SERVICE AND ADJUSTMENTS

TO ADJUST HANDLE HEIGHT

CARBURETOR :

Your carburetor has a non-adjustable fixed main jet for
mixture control. If your engine does not operate properly
due to suspected carburetor problems, take your inower
to a authorized Service Center for repair and adjustment.

ENGINE SPEED }

Your engine speed has beenfactory set. Do not attempt
to increase engine speed or it may result in personal
injury. If you believe that the engine is running too tast or
too slow, take your mower to an authorized Service
Center for repair and adjustment.

REAR TRAIL SHIELD

The reartrail shield, attached between the rear wheels of
your mower, is provided to minimize the possibility that
objects will be thrown out the rear of the mower into the
operator mowing position. .

If the shield becomes damaged, it should be replaced.
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STORAGE

™Your mower and engine should be prepared for off-
season storage as follows:

MOWER

* Clean underside of mower housing (See "CLEAN-
ING" in maintenance section of manual).

* Inspect and replace/sharpen blade, if required (See
"BLADE CARE" in maintenance section of manual).

* Lubricate as shown in Service Recommendation
chart on page 12 of manual.

HANDLE (See Fig. 8)
You can fold your mower handle for storage as shown.

¢ Loosenthetwo (2) hand knobs onsides of the handle
and fold upper handle as shown.
