The remote controller may not work reliably if the
receiver is subjected to bright light, such as direct
sunlight or inverter-type fluorescent lights. Keep this
in mind when installing.

If another remote controller of the same typeis used
in the same room, or the receiver isinstalled close to
equipment that uses infrared rays, the remote
controller may not work reliably.

Don't put anything, such as a book, on the remote
controller, because the buttons may be pressed
inadvertently, thereby draining the batteries.

The remote controller may not work reliably if the
receiver isinstalled in arack behind colored glass
doors.

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Connecting Your Speakers

Disconnect the power cord from thewall outlet before making any connections.

Speaker Connection Precautions

Thereceiver allows you to connect two sets of speakers.
When two sets of speakersare connected, you can select
which speaker set outputs sound or use both setsto
output sound simultaneously.

» When you connect one set of speakersto either
SPEAKERSA or SPEAKERS B terminal posts, or
when you connect two sets of speakersto both speaker
terminal posts and output sound only from either
speaker set, use speakerswhoseimpedanceisbetween
4 and 16 ohms. For the North American model, when
the speaker impedance is 4 or 6 ohms, set the speaker
impedance setting on the receiver to 6 ohms (see page
15 for details).

* When you connect speakersto both SPEAKER A and
SPEAKER B terminal posts and output sound from
both speaker sets simultaneously, use speakers whose
impedance is between 8 and 16 ohms.

Note:

If you make an incorrect setting for the speakers or the
impedance values, the built-in protection circuit may be
activated resulting in no sound output from speakers.

Read the instructions supplied with your speakers.
Pay close attention to speaker wiring polarity. In other
words, connect positive (+) terminas only to positive
(+) terminals, and negative (-) terminals only to
negative (-) terminals. If you get them the wrong way
around, the sound will be out of phase and will sound
unnatural.

Unnecessarily long or very thin speaker cables may
affect the sound quality and should be avoided.

Be careful not to short the
positive and negative wires.
Doing so may damage the
receiver.

Don't connect more than one
cable to each speaker
terminal. Doing so may
damage the receiver.

Onkyo is not responsible for damages (such as CD
rental fees) due to unsuccessful recordings caused by
the unit's malfunction. Before you record important
data, make sure that the material will be recorded
correctly.

Memory Backup

The receiver uses a battery-less memory backup
system in order to retain radio presets and other
settings when it's unplugged or in the case of a power
failure. Although no batteries are required, the receiver
must be plugged into an AC outlet in order to charge the
backup system. Once it has been charged, the receiver
will retain the settings for several weeks, although this
depends on the environment and will be shorter in
humid climates.
