o Operation delayed for few minutes after restart. » This is a normal self protection control.
. o Sound like water flowing during operation. » Caused by refrigerant flow inside.

o Mist emerges from indoor unit. » Condensation effect due to cooling process.

o Noisy during operations. » Installation work could be slanted or front panel didn’t close properly.

o Remote control/display does not work. » Check whether batteries are correctly inserted or need replacement.

e The unit cannot operate. » Check either circuit breaker is tripped or timer is used correctly.

o Outdoor unit emits water/steam. » Condensation or evaporation happens at piping surface. ‘
