With special phone services such as long distance access
codes, voice mail, and other services, you may find it
necessary to dial several groups of digits with short wait
times between the groups to allow the system time to
respond. Pause Dial simplifies this procedure by allowing
you to store ang dial up to ten different total sequences of
numbers.
