 Magnetic build-up in the record/playback head.

— Use demagnetizing tape.

General

System does not react when any button is pressed.

o Electrostatic discharge.

— Press STANDBY-ON to switch the system off. Remove
the AC power plug from the vall outlet, then
reconnect and switch on the system again.

No or poor sound.

* Volume is not turned up.

— Adjust VOLUME.

® Batteries are exhausted.

— Replace the batteries.

* Wrong source is selected.

— Select the source (CD, TUNER, etc.) before pressing
the function button, (PLAY, PREV/NEXT, etc.).

Timer not working.

o Timer is not switched on.

— Press CLOCK » TIMER to switch on the timer.
* Dubbing/recording is in progress.

— Stop dubbing/recording.

System displays features automatically; buttons

flash continuously.

* Demonstration mode is switched on.

— Press and hold STOP M for 3 seconds to switch off
the demonstration.
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
