Use coaxial cables when connecting a camera and a monitor to

this VCR.

Note: Long cable runs to distant cameras may cause signal
deterioration and/or sync discrepancies.

5.1 Video Connection (Fig 4, Item 3)

Video Input - In single camera systems, connect the camera to the
Video IN BNC terminal on the VCR rear panel. In multiple
camera systems, connect the switcher/multiplexer output to the
Video IN BNC terminal. Because multiple camera systems require
synchronization, use of cameras having line-locked vertical sync or
a genlocked master drive/sync source is highly recommended.

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5.5 Video Cassette Tapes

This VCR will operate with any video cassette which has the
VHS mark.

When handling video cassette tapes:

* Do not expose video cassettes to extreme heat, high humidity, or
strong magnetic fields.
