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3. Quick Installation

Before proceeding any further, please make sure correct network cable is used for
connecting the LAN port from your computer to GRT-501 or GRT-504. The LAN LNK
indicator on the front panel shall light if a correct cable is used.

By default, the GRT-501 or GRT-504 is shipped with its DHCP Server function
enabled. This means the client computers on the LAN network including the
Administrator PC can set their TCP/IP settings to automatically obtain an IP address
from the GRT-501 or GRT-504. Starting your web browser and connecting to the
management IP of GRT-501 or GRT-504, wait for the login screen appears. When
you see the login screen, enter the correct user name and password to login the
GRT-501 or GRT-504.
