Outdoor Pictures

e Avoid intense sunlight that may cause sun spots in pictures.

e Always make sure that the sun or other light source is in front of the
subject.

e For best results, take pictures outdoors or indoors in a brightly lit room.

Picture quality depends on the JPEG file compression that the camera
applies when the picture is taken. Higher resolution and less compression
produces better quality but occupies more memory space. Smaller size
pictures and normal quality are easier to email while larger size and fine
quality are better for printing.
