TRA!NING

Read the Owner's Manual carefully, Be thoroughly
famitiar with the controls and the proper use of the
equipment. Know howto stop the unit and disengage the
controls quickly.

. Never allow children to operate the equipment. Never

allow aduits to operate the equipment without proper
instruction.

Keep the area of operation clear of all persons, particu-
farty small children, and pets.

PREPARATEON

Thoroughly inspect the area where the equipmentisto
be used and remove all foreign objects.

Disengage all cluiches and shift inio neutral before
starting the engine (motor).

Donotoperate the equipmentwithout wearing adequate
outergarments. Wearfootwear that will improve footing
on slippery surfaces.

Handle fuel with care; itis highly flarmmmable.

Use an approved fuel container.

Never add fuel to a running engine or hot engine.

Fill fuet tank outdoors with extreme care. Never fill fuel
tank indoors.

Replace gasoline cap securely and clean up spilled fuel
beforerestarting.

Use extension cords and receptacles as specified by
the manufacturer for all units with electric drive motors
or electric starting motors.

Never aitempt io make any adjustments while the
engine (motor) is running (except where specifically
recommended by manufacturer).

OPERATION

Do not put hands or feet near or under rotating parts.
Exercise extreme caution when operating on or crossing
gravel drives, walks, or roads. Stay alert for hidden
hazards or traffic. Do not carry passengers.

After striking a foreign object, stop the engine (motor),
remove the wire fromthe spark plug, thoroughly inspect
the tillerfor any damage, and repair the damage before
restarting and operating the tiller.

Exercise caution to avoid slipping or falling.

If the unit should start to vibrate abnormally, stop the
engine (motor) and check immediately for the cause.
Vibration is generally a warning of trouble.

Stop the engine (motor) when leaving the operating
position.

Take all possible precautions when leaving the machine
unattended. Disengage the tines, shiffinto neutral, and
stop the engine.

Before cleaning, repairing, or inspecting, shut off the
engine and make cettain all moving parts have stopped.
Disconnectthe spark plug wire, and keep the wire away
fromthe plugto prevent accidental starting. Disconnect
the cord on electric motors.

Do not run the engine indoors; exhaust fumes are
dangerous.

Never operate the tiller without proper guards, plates, or
other safety protective devices in place.

Keep children and pets away,

Do not overload the machine capacity by attempting to
titl too deep at too fast a rate.

Never operate the machine at high speeds on slippery
surfaces. Look behind and use care when backing.
Never allow bystanders near the unit,

Use only attachments and accessories approved by the
manufacturer of the tiller.

Never operate the tiller without good visibility or light.
Be careful when tilling in hard ground. The tines may
catch in the ground and propel the tiller forward. If this
ocours, let go of the handlebars and do not restrain the
rmachine.

MA!NTENANCE AND STORAGE

Keep machine, aftachments, and accessories in safe
working condition.

Check shear pins, engine mounting bolis, and other
bolts atfrequent intervals for proper tightness tobe sure
the equipment is in safe working condition.

Never store the machine with fuel in the fuel tank inside
a building where ignition sources are present, such as
hot water and space heaters, clothes dryers, and the
like. Allow the engine to cool before storing in any
enclosure.

Always refer to the operator's guide instructions for
important details it the tiller is to be stored for an
exiended period.

TILLING

The speed and depth of tilling is regulated by the position of
the depth stake and wheel height.

The depth stake should always be below the wheels for
digging. It serves as a brake to slow the tiller's forward
motion to enable the tines to penetrate the ground. Also, the
more the depth stake is lowered into the ground the deeper
the tines will dig.

Adjust depth stake by removing the hairpin clip and clevis

ADD GASOLINE

GASOLINE TO HELP INSURE GOOD CCOLD WEATHER
STARTING.

WARNING: Experience indicates that alcchol blendedfuels
(called gasohol or using ethanol or methanol) can attract
roisture which leads {o separation and formation of acids
during storage. Acidic gas can damage the fuel system of
anengine while in storage. Toavoidengine problems, the
fuel system should be emptied before storage of 30 days
or longer. Drain the gas tank, startthe engine andletitrun
until the fuel lines and carburetor are empty. Use freshfuel
next season. See Storage section of this manual for
additional information. Never use engine or carburetor
cleaner products in the fuetiank or permanent damage may
oceur.

CAUTION: Fill to within 1/2 inch of top
of fueltank to prevent spills and to aliow
for fuel expansion. If gasoline is acci-
dentally spilled, move machine away
from area of spill. Avoid creating any
source of ignition until gasoline vapors
have disappeared.

Do not overfill. Wipe off any spilled oil
or fuel. Do not store, spill or use gaso-
line near an open flame.

TO START ENGINE (See Fig. 8)

When startingengine forthefirsttime orif engine has run out

of fuel, it will take extra pulls of the recoil starterto move fuel

from the tank to the engine.

»  Make sure spark plug wire is properly connected.

¢ Place throtile control in “FAST” position,

recoil starter handle with one hand and grasp tillerhandle
with other hand. Puil rope out slowly until engine
reaches start of compression cycle (rope will pull slightly
harder at this point).

To help tiller move forward, lift up the handles slightly {thus
lifting depth stake out of ground). To slow down the tiller,
press down on handles.

if you are straining or tiller is shaking, the wheels and depth
stake are not setproperly in the soitbeingtilled. The proper
setting of the wheels and depth stake is through trial and error
and depends upon the soil condition. (The harder or wetter
the ground, the slower the engine and tine speed needed.
Under these poor conditions, at fast speed the tiller wilt run
and jump over the ground).

A properly adjusted tiller will dig with little effort from the
operator.

» Tilling is digging into, turning over, and breaking up
packed soil before planting. Loose, unpacked soil helps
root growth, Best tilling depth is 4"-8", A tiller will also
clear the soil of unwanted vegetation. The decomposi-
tion of this vegetable matter enriches the soil. Depend-
ingonthe climate (rainfall and wind), it may be advisabie
to till the soil at the end of the growing season to further
condition the soil.

»  Soilconditions are important for propertilling. Tines will
notreadily penetrate dry, hard soil which may contribute
to excessive bounce and difficult handling of your tiller.
Hard soil should be moistened before tilling; however,
extremely wet soil will “ball-up” or clump during tilling.
Wait until the soil is less wetin order to achieve the best
results. When tilling in the {all, remove vines and long
grass to prevent them from wrapping around the tine
shaft and slowing your tilling operation.

+  Youwillfindtilling much easierif you leave arow untilled

between passes. Then go back between tilled rows.
{See Fig. 9) There are two reasons for doing this. First,
wide turns are much easier to negotiate than about-
faces. Second, the tiller won't be pulling itself, and you,
foward the row next to it

*  Setdepth stake andwheelheight for shallow tillingwhen

working extremely hard soil or sod. Then work across
the first cuts at normal depth.

CULTIVATING

Cultivatingis destroying the weeds between rows to prevent

them from robbing nourishment and moisture from the

plants. Atthe same time, breaking up the upper layer of soil
crust will help retain moisture in the soil. Best digging depth

is 1"-3".

s Youwill probably notneedto use the depth stake. Begin
by tipping the depth stake forward until itis held by the
stake spring.

+  Cultivate up and down the rows at a speed which will
allowtinesto uproot weeds andleave the groundinrough
condition, promoting no further growth of weeds and
grass (See Fig. 10).
