For the best reception an outdoor aerial should be
used.

Location

Position your set so that no bright light or sunlight falls directly onto the screen. Care should be taken not to expose the
setto any unnecessary vibration, moisture, dust or heat. Also ensure that the setis placed in a posi-tion to allow a free flow
of air. Do not cover the ventilation openings on the back cover.
