e The 24-hour hand moves correspondingly with the hour hand. When setting the hour hand, check the 24-
hour hand to see that AM/PM is correctly set.

e \When setting the minute hand, advance it 4 to 5 minutes ahead of the desired time and then turn it back
to the exact time.

STOPWATCH

e \When the stopwatch has been reset and button A is pressed before the STOPWATCH hands reach “0"
position, the stopwatch starts counting time as button A is pressed.
