2. Connecting components

SWITCHES AND CONTROLS

(1) Stand-by Button (Power)

Press this button to turn on and off the unit, also can be
activated by remote control.

(2) Power Indicator

The LED indicator glows, while the power cord is con-
nected to a live AC outlet, regardless of the stand-by
button on / off.

(3) Frequency Display and Multi-function Indicator

1) The frequency of the station selected is displayed.
The band chosen, FM or AM, is also shown together with
MHz for FM or kHz for AM (both MW and LW) on the
frequency display.

2) The word MEMORY lights up while the Memory
button is activated.

3) The word STEREO glows when stereo broadcast-
ing station is tuned in and when the Muting Off/ Mono
button is deactivated for the stereo operation. It will also
not light up for very weak stereo signals which the tuner
will not receive in stereo.

(4) Signal Indicator

The 5-LED indicator lights up to show the incoming signal
strength (sensitivity). Receiving condition for a broadcast
is optimized whenall 5 LED’s or as many LED’s illuminated.
(5) Remote Sensor

Receives the operating commands in the form of infrared
beams emitted from the remote transmitter unit.

(6) Stations Button

Pressing one of these buttons will tune the tuner to the
frequency stored in the memory. Pressing the Memory
button followed by one of these buttons will store up to 16
AM or FM stations in the memory. The LED on each station
button will light up when station button pressed.

Caution: If the AC power is removed from the tuner for
more than 2 weeks, the frequencies stored in the memories
will be lost.

Note: Each time you switch the tuner on, it will tune to the
station frequency to which it was previously tuned.

(7) + 8 Button

The tuner can store up to 16 different frequencies in its
memory. The first 8 are selected (or stored) just by press-
ing the appropriate button. The second 8, numbers 9to 16,
are selected by pressing the + 8 button and followto press
the desired station button.

The LED on it will light up when the + 8 button pressed.
(8) Memory Button

Stores frequencies in the tuner's memory. To store a
frequency first tune to the desired broadcast program
using the Tuning button. Then press the Memory button
followed by one of the station buttons marked 1 to 8 and
9 to 16 with the +8 button. Although there are only 8
buttons marked for positions 1 to 8, the +8 button con-
verts the buttons to positions 9 to 16. So the buttons have
double functions, e.g., the button 1 is also 9 when used
with the + 8 button.

Used to regulate the volume level. Turn clockwise to in-
crease the volume level and counterclockwise to reduce
it. Due to the high quality material and construction used
on the volume control for sound quality, the sound level
will not rise sharply at low settings. Normally, the control
is recommended to be set between 11:30 to 2:00 o’clock
position with other Rotel’s equipments connected, but a
finite adjustment will depend on the sensitivity of your
speakers.

The volume control has a built-in motor drive, which allows
to operate by remote transmitter handunit. The LED in-
dicator on the knob shows the position of the level set.
(11) FM Auto Tuning Button

Permits to choose auto or manual tuning. In the auto mode,
pressing either end of the Tuning button will cause the
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tuner to increase or decrease, depending on which end of
the Tuning button pressed, the received frequency until a
reasonably strong signal is received. At this point the
tuning will stop automatically.

In the manual mode, pressing either end of Tuning button
causes the tuner to increase or decrease the received
frequency only for as long as the Button is depressed.
NOTE: Auto tuning does not operate for AM (Both MW and
LW) band.

(12) Mute Off/ Mono Button

Allows selection of FM mono or stereo operation. When
the Mono position is chosen, any broadcast will be
received monaurally and the muting switch for suppress-
ing interstation noise will be deactivated to pull weak
signals which are normally cut off during the stereo opera-
tion. For reception of weak and noisy signals, use the Mute
Off/ Mono position. For normal use, choose the stereo
operation by deactivating the Button. In this position,
stereo broadcasts will be provided in stereo and the
STEREO indicator will light up. When mono programs are
broadcasted, mono sound is provided and the STEREO
indicator will not light.

(13) Band Selection Button

Allows to select reception on FM or AM band (MW or LW
in case of the tuner with both MW and LW).

(14) Audio Muting Button

Pressing the button will immediately cause a large reduc-
tion in volume level of sound, and pressing it again to
restore the previous one.

This button is most useful when you wish a temporary
period of quieter sound. When audio muting is in operation,
the LED indicator on it lights up.

(15) Function Selector Button

Allows to choose any input source connected to the unit
you wish to listen to.

TAPE- When playing the connected Cassette Tape Deck.

PHONO- When playing the connected Turntable.

When the desired source program is in operation, the LED
indicator on the function button will light up.

(16) TAPE Selector Button

To select the tape position 1 or 2 on the selector control,
depending on the Cassette Tape Deck you wish to play is
connected on Tape 1 or Tape 2terminals on the rear panel.
(17) Balance Control

Set normally at the center position for equal volume level
from both speakers. Turning to the right decreases the
sound from the left speakers, and turning to the left
decreases the sound from the right speakers. Use the
control only when there is an unbalance in the sound level
between the two speakers.

(18) Tone Control Selector

With the selector at OFF, the signals do not pass through
the tone control circuit (in order to prevent deterioration of
tone quality).

Therefore the tone controls do not function, but this unit
provides superior tone quality if the listening room acous-
tics are extremely lively or dead and the required compen-
sations when adjusts by reallocating the furnitures, or the
speakers etc., are failed. Set the selector to ON, and
adjusts the tone with the tone controls.

(19) Tone Controls

The BASS control regulates the low frequencies and the
TREBLE control regulates the high frequencies. The center
points are for the flat frequency response. Turn clockwise
to boost the response and counterclockwise to reduce it.

For monitoring, plug your headphones into this jack. The
volume of the headphone sound can be regulated with the
volume control.

WORDS ON OPERATIONS

Precautions

1. Before commencing operation, check to see if all con-
nections are properly made.

2. Always ensure to set the Volume control to the minimum
position before turning on the Power switch.

Playing Turntable

1. Set to the PHONO position on the Function selector
button.

2. Use only a high quality cartridge to obtain the maximun
potential from the unit’s high quality phono circuit. Usually
using cartridges as recommended by your dealers will
prevent any grief on the suitable matching.

3. Start playing the turntable, then raise the volume to the
desired listening level.

Operating CD Player

1. Set to the CD position on the Function selector button.
2. Read the instruction manual of your player carefully to
maximize the full potential.Using higher quality intercon-
necting cords between your CD player and the amplifier
may often improves sound quality.

3. Start playing CD, then raise the volume to the desired
listening level.

Tuner Reception

1. Set to the TUNER position on the Function selector
button, and select AM or FM by BAND button.

2. Tune into the desired station, by tuning button, or preset
tuning button.

3. Then raise the volume to the desired listening level.

Memory Backup

As explained above, the memory for the preset stations is
retained as long as the power cord is plugged into an AC
outlet, regardless of the position of the Power button.
However, if you leave the power cord unplugged for over
2 weeks, or if there is a power failure for over 2 weeks, the
stored frequencies will be lost.

In such case, the operation for storing frequencies in the
memory have to be done again from the beginning.

Tuning Modes

Bear in mind that there are 3 modes of tuning with the tuner
: auto tuning, manual tuning, and preset (memory) tuning.
The simplest is the pereset tuning, as you only have to

stored up to 16 of your favorite FM or AM stations once
and recall any one of them with one touch (or two touches
in case of the buttons 9 to 16). Make sure to learn the
proper method for the storage in the memory as instructed
above.

Tape Deck Playback

1. Set to the TAPE position on Function selector button
while your tape deck is connected to the TAPE 1 or TAPE
2 inputs on the back of the unit.

2. Use only a good quality cassette tape deck (in terms of
sound quality) or a DAT deck, etc. for maximizing the full
potential of the amplifier.

3. Please note you may connect another cassette deck or
the audio output of your video tape deck to the AUX inputs
on the back of the unit, for a playback purpose only as no
output supplied for recording. Set to the AUX position on
the Function selector if wish to play the tape deck con-
nected to the AUX inputs.

Recording Tape Deck

1. If yourtape deck is connected to the TAPE outputs TAPE
1 or TAPE 2, depends on Tape Selector where setting on
the back of the unit, you can record any input on the
Function selector. Set the Function selector to the input
you wish to record, and proceed the recording with your
tape deck.

2. During recording operation, the volume control and the
Tone controls have no effect on the recorded signal being
fed to the TAPE outputs.

Tape Dubbing

Two tape decks are used to perform Tape-to-Tape dub-
bing. The unit allows dubbing from Tape 1 to Tape 2, or
Tape 2 to Tape 1.

1. Set TAPE button ON.

2. Set Tape Selector to TAPE 1, or TAPE 2, depending on
the tape deck for playback.

3. Commence recording with other Tape Deck (If the Tape
Selector is at Tape 1, play Tape 1 and record with Tape 2
and vice versa).

HUM AND NOISE

Inany high fidelity installations, hum may be caused by the
interconnection of turntable, tuner, amplifier and speakers
as the result of wiring, different grounding or locations of
components.

Normally, hum is rarely associated with a faulty tuner, and
the most likely cause lies in the installation. If any part of
the antenna is in contact with a ground point (copper water
pipes for example) hum will almost certainly result if your
amplifier has a three core mains lead. It is also important
to check that the audio interconnect cords have been
pushed fully into their sockets on both tuner and amplifier.
Sometimes the problem is actually caused by a signal
which is too strong, in which case an antenna attenuator
is recommended. If in doubt, please consult your dealer.
