. Choose appropriate laminating thickness and speed.

. Do not begin laminating until the blinking light is steady (approximately 10 minutes).

. Position the item to be laminated on the feed table.

. Press the RUN button. The rollers will begin to turn, wait for heat line to disappear,
feed the item into the machine.

6. Stop the laminator when all of the items have completely exited the rear of the

machine.
Repeat the above steps until all of your lamination is completed. When lamination is
completed or the machine is not in use for an extended period of time turn the power off.

- Stand by mode: If no activity is made within 30 minutes after each use the machine
will automatically switch into stand by mode. (In stand-by mode the temperature will
decrease to 80~90°... (176~194°F) and the three film thickness setting indicators will
blink).

2. Once the upper and lower film is on the shaft, pull the film from the top and roll
down to the bottom roll to make certain that the film is aligned properly. Then
tighten the lower locking core screws.

NOTE: If the film is not aligned properly exposed adhesive will adhere to the rollers
and may cause the film to jam.
