FM antenna
The FM indoor antenna lead wire is sufficient to receive most
local FM signals.

1. Unwind the antenna lead wire.
2. Twist the end of the wire and pull it off.

3. Connect it to the rear FM 75 Q terminal. See the illustration
on the right.

4. Extend it as straight as possible and, while listening to the
sound from the system, secure it in a position where the best
FM reception is found.

In fringe areas, or where reception is distorted or noisy, an FM
outdoor antenna (not supplied) should be connected instead of
the FM indoor antenna lead wire.

Auto Clock Setting

The Auto Clock feature enables the automatic clock setting and
updating, and also to set the Time Zone and Daylight Saving
Time by receiving XDS (Extended Data Service) information
carried on the channel signal.
