B Aerial connection

Supplied FM aerial:

Connect the FM aerial wire to the FM 75 OHMS socket and
position the FM aerial wire in the direction where the
strongest signal can be received.

External FM aerial:

Use an external FM aerial (75 ohms coaxial cable) for
better reception. When an external FM aerial is used,
disconnect the supplied FM aerial wire.

Supplied AM loop aerial:

Connect the AM loop aerial to the AM and GND terminals.
Position the AM loop aerial for optimum reception. Place
the AM loop aerial on a shelf, etc., or attach it to a stand or
a wall with screws (not supplied).

WMA files are Advanced System Format files that include
audio files which are compressed with Windows Media
Audio codec. WMA is developed by Microsoft as an audio
format file for Windows Media Player.

® “MP3” and “WMA” indicator will light up after the unit reads
information on an MP3 or WMA disc.

@ Bitrate which is supported by WMA is 64 ~ 160 kbps.

B Condensation
