Running Initial Setup

1 Press POWER to turn on the TV.
The Initial Setup screen appears.

2 Press 4 or ¥ to select the on-screen display language. Then press (D.
The message “Start auto program now?” appears.

3 Press 4 or ¥ to select “Yes”, then press (D.

Auto Program automatically creates a list of receivable channels.
When finished, the lowest numbered channel is displayed.

To run Auto Program again at a later time
[1 Use the Auto Program feature in the operating instructions.

To add individual digital channels
[1 Use the Digital Channels feature in the operating instructions.
