9. USB: Connect the USB portable flash device.
10.DC IN: Insert the DC power adapter to the phone frame.

Remote Control

Press the button to turn the player on or off.

Press to enter into the setting interface.

Press to play or pause, confirm or enter.

A : Press to move the cursor up or flip horizontally.
VY : Press to mpve cursor down or flip vertically.

<« : Press to move the cursor left or to the next picture.
P> : Press to move the cursor right or to the next picture.

Press to exit from the present interface.
Press to zoom in or out the image.

Press to rotate the pocture to different angle.

Press to slide the photos or turn the slide show on and off.

Power Connection

1. Connect the power adapter to the DC IN jack on the left side of the frame.
2. Plug on the power cord.
3. The frame will automatically power on.

Insert a memory card

Insert card in the direction indicated by the arrow on the top of the card (the side of the
memory card on which sticker is affixed face the frame).

SD, Memory Stick, MMC cards, XD cards are compatible with this unit.
Aligning the memory card upside down may cause user-error damage.

USB Removable Storage Devices
Insert USB removable storage device into the USB port on the side of the frame.

Display Photos

Note: The frame will display pictures in the memory card or USB device first if
there is @ memory card or USB device is inserted to the frame before
connecting power. Otherwise it will display the pictures in the internal memory

Tip 1. Press the shortcut button SLIDE SHOW on the remote control to display the
images.

Tip 2. In the main menu, select PHOTO icon and press ENTER to enter into the
storage selecting mode, select the storage and press ENTER again. Select the
desired photo and press ENTER to begin a photo slide show.

Thumbnail Mode and Edit Mode

When displaying, press « or p-to move to previous or next photo, press EXIT to enter
into Thumbnail Mode. If there is no extra device, you will enter into the Edit Mode.

Select the Return icon in Thumbnail Mode and press ENTER to return to previous
menu.

Press the shortcut button Zoom on the remote control to zoom in or zoom out the
desired photo.

Exit

Press EXIT on the remote control or press the STOP/ESC button on the back of unit
to return to the previous menu.

Favourite

You can copy and paste images from extra devices to your digital photo frame, and
they will be stored under the Favourite menu.

Select the Favourite icon and press ENTER to display the images.
