Installing/Replacing the Battery

Slide the battery cover off by gently
pressing on the recessed area with
a downward motion.

Unplug and remove the old battery.

. With the red and black wires at the

Next, press the
lower end of the battery down, so it
is held in place by the lower claw.
Now, plug the connector into the
socket, located below the battery.
