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Preparation
1. Attach the camera strap.

2. Open the battery/memory card cover.
3. Load the supplied batteries with correct orientation as 

shown.

4. Insert an SD/SDHC memory card. 
The camera has 32MB internal memory (28MB available 
for image storage), but you can load an SD/SDHC 
memory card to  expand the camera’s memory capacity.
Be sure to format the memory card with this camera 
before its initial usage.

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Capturing Images with Face Detection Technology
Face Detection Technology can identify and focus on human faces. This advanced
function simultaneously detects up to 5 human faces regardless of their position in the
scene.

Downloading Your Files
1. Connect one end of the USB cable to an 

available USB port on your computer.
2. Connect the other end of the USB cable to the 

USB terminal on the camera.
3. Turn on your camera.
4. Select [PC] using the  /  buttons and press

5. From the Windows desktop, double click on 

“My Computer”.
