1. How to setup EQ adjustment, play mode, play
duration and lyric synchronization?

Press EQ key during play to shift between five preset
EQ modes. EQ can be manually set in the EQ Adjustment
menu. (Fig 6.)

When playing a track, click “MENU" to enter Play Setup
menu. (fig 5) Use “VOL+" / “VOL-" button to select
setting and press “ p/HM " to confirm. There are four
settings in the Play Setup menu: EQ adjustment, play
mode, play duration, and lyric synchronization.

Only tracks with lyric files will be able to
use this function. Lyric will not be displayed if the Lyric
Synchronization is set to “OFF".

Timed repeating:

Press the “A-B” key and hold while playing to mark
the ending point of timed repeating. The “ B " symbol
will be displayed. Press the “A-B” key to cancel timed
repeating and return to normal playback.

FM radio recording, voice recording (built-in
microphone), direct sound (LINE IN) and other high
quality recording are available in this player. Some
recording features are not available depending on
selected recording quality.

1. Using the MP310 recording function

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2. How to set and use a bookmark?

: | cannot download files onto my MP310?

: (1) Make sure the USB cord is connected properly to
your PC.
