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Fixing ViewSonic LCD TV to the Wall

The LCD TV can be wall-mounted or freestanding. Before installing the product to the wall,
please consider the following guidelines:
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e Read the Important Safety Instructions, at the start of this manual.

e Do not install in a moist or wet environment. This equipment is intended for indoor use
only.

¢ Do not install near heat source, or strong magnetic fields.
e Use only approved wall brackets capable of supporting the weight of the LCD TV.

e Ensure there is at least 3cm of space surrounding any air-vents of LCD TV.

Powering LCD TV

Before using the LCD TV:
