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INSTALLING YOUR NEW REFRIGERATOR

CLEARANCE AROUND YOUR REFRIGERATOR

Before you move your refrigerator into the place where it
will operate, check that it will have adequate clearance.
Clearance is required for air circulation and too litfle
clearance may affect your refrigerator’s performance.
Please note: Doors are designed to sit proud [not flush of
cabinetry).

We recommend airspace clearances of:

® 30mm on each side

® 50mm behind the refrigerator

If you do not have a cupboard with a rear gap, the
recommended clearance area on fop increases from 50mm
to Q0mm (x).

The clearances shown above are the recommended
minimum clearances. The clearance at the rear must not
exceed 7/ 5mm.

LEFT HAND OPENING DOOR KIT

If you require a refrigerator that opens fo the left rather than
the right, please ensure you have a kit (AREXOTWA) to

do so. If it has not been supplied with this product, it can
be obtained by confacting your Electrolux Customer Care
Centre (the numbers can be found on the back pagel.
Instructions on how to change the door opening options are
confained within the kif.

BEFORE USING YOUR NEW REFRIGERATOR

Clean your refrigerator thoroughly following the instructions
and wipe off any dust that has accumulated during
shipping.

Check that the floor is level. If it is nof, then adjust the
provided levelling leg so product is level and stable.

We recommend that you let your refrigerator run for two
to three hours before you put any food in it. This will allow
you fo check that it is operafing properly and that enough
cool air is going fo the freezer.

INITIAL START UP

Note that during operation the outside of the refrigerator
will feel warm, particularly at initial start up. This is normal.
Avoid placing food against air outlets, as this will offect air
circulation.

A light frosting will occasionally occur on the cold interior
of the freezer when the door is opened frequently. This

is normal and will disappear affer a few days in most
climates.

Make sure you fully close the freezer and fresh food doors
after you load or remove food from these compartments.

If the doors are left partly open, a heavy frost will coat the
inside of the freezer. If a frost develops remove it. Take care
fo properly close the doors and the frost will not reoccur.
Your refrigerator uses energy efficient components that

may produce different noises fo your old refrigerator.
Occasionally a gurgling sound of refrigerant flowing or the
sound of parts expanding and confracting can be heard.
These noises are quite normal.

CLEANING YOUR REFRIGERATOR

Exterior

You should only clean your refrigerator with lukewarm
soapy water and a soft cloth. Rinse with clean water and
then wipe the surface with a soft clean cloth to remove any
soap residue.

Interior

You should clean the refrigerator interior regularly. VWash
the interior with a soft cloth and lukewarm soapy water.
Thoroughly dry all surfaces and removable parts. Avoid
getting water on refrigerator confrols. If you have taken out
any removable parts, replace them and switch the power
on before restocking the refrigerator with food. Naturally,
you should keep the inferior of your refrigerator hygienic by
promptly and thoroughly wiping up any food spills.

Keep the door seals clean

Take care to keep door seals clean. Sticky food and drink
can cause seals fo sfick fo the cabinet and tear when you
open the door. Wash seal with lukewarm soapy water.
Rinse thoroughly and dry.

Never use hot water, solvents, commercial kitchen cleaners,
aerosol cleaners, mefal polishes, causfic or abrasive
cleaners, or scourers to clean this appliance as they

will damage it. Many commercially available cleaning
products and detergents contain solvents that will damage
you refrigerator. VWWhen cleaning, use only a soft cloth and
lukewarm soapy water.
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CONTROLLING THE TEMPERATURE

Set the tfemperature by using the main temperature controls.

When you first start your refrigerator, set both refrigerator
and freezer controls to MID.

WAIT 24 HOURS AFTER CHANGING SETTINGS

When you change temperature settings, make small
adjustments and wait 24 hours before assessing whether
you need to make any further changes.

Coldest freezer setting is not recommended in normal
and very hot climates as this will limit the cooling to the
refrigerator sections. In very cold climates the freezer will
need to be set colder.

A good indication of optimal freezer temperature is ice

cream that is frozen, but sfill soft enough for easy scooping.

For the fridge compartment, we recommend using drinking
water and simply adjusting the fridge controls unfil the
water is at your ideal temperature.

DOOR ALARM

If the refrigerator door is left open a buzzer will sound. The
buzzer noise will stop when you close the door.

If you must keep the door open (not recommended), you
can reset the alarm to stop the buzzer noise by pressing
the door switch.

HOW TO USE THE FEATURES OF YOUR
REFRIGERATOR

This section fells you how fo make the most of the
refrigerator’s many useful features and how to clean them.

Door Storage Bins (shelves)

Both the refrigerator and freezer have door storage bins.
You can adjust the refrigerator bins to meet different storage
needs. All the door bins are completely removable for
cleaning. If you want to remove or adjust a bin, lift and filt
fo remove. To replace, fit top and push bin down until the

support lugs lock it in place.

Store Safe Compartment (where fitted)
You can use this compartment fo store food and other ifems.
To operate lock, push up to open and down to lock.

CRISPER BIN

Storing Vegetables

You can use the crisper bin to store vegetables, fruits or
small goods. You can change the humidity inside the bin by
rofating the humidity confrol. You should store vegetables in
the crisper bin, but remember to set the humidity control to
more humid [vent closed).

Storing Fruits & Small Goods
You can also sfore fruits in the crisper bin, but remember fo
set the humidity control o less humid (vent open).

Chiller (where fitted)

The chiller allows you to store perishable food longer and
is useful for the fast chilling of food and drinks. However,
items may freeze if left near the vents. To prevent freezing,
move items away from the vents affer chilling.

Deodoriser

Your appliance is fitted with a catalysing deodoriser to
assist with the removal of the food odours inside your
refrigerator and freezer. Keeping food covered and
wrapping food with plastic wrap will also help to reduce
the odours inside your appliance.

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SLIDE AWAY GLASS SHELF (WHERE FITTED)

This shelf can be used either as a full depth shelf or when
fall items need fo be stored af the front of the appliance it
can be collapsed to half its original depth.

General Terms and Conditions

1. Inthis warranty
(a) ‘Electrolux’ means Electrolux Home Products Pty Ltd ABN 51 004 762 341 in

respect of Appliances purchased in Australia and Electrolux (N2) Limited in respect

of Appliances purchased in New Zealand;

(b) ‘Appliance’ means any Electrolux product purchased by you accompanied by this
document;

(¢) ‘Warranty Period’” means

(i) where you use the Appliance for personal, domestic or household purposes
in Australia the period of ‘24" months and in New Zealand the period of ‘24’
months;

(iiy where you use the Appliance for commercial purposes, in Australia the period
of ‘3" months and in New Zealand the period of ‘3" months, (if the period stated
is 0 months you are not covered by this product warranty) following the date of
original purchase of the Appliance;

(d) ‘you’ means the purchaser of the Appliance not having purchased the appliance for
re-sale, and ‘your’ has a corresponding meaning.

2. This warranty only applies to Appliances purchased and used in Australia or
New Zealand and is in addition to (and does not exclude, restrict, or modify in any way)
any non-excludable statutory warranties in Australia or New Zealand.

3. Electrolux warrants that, when dispatched from an Electrolux warehouse,
the Appliance is free from defects in materials and workmanship for the
Warranty Period.

4. During the Warranty Period Electrolux or its Authorised Service Centre will, at no extra

charge if your appliance is readily accessible without special equipment, and subject

to these terms and conditions, repair or replace any parts which it considers to be

defective. You agree that any replaced Appliances or parts become the property of

Electrolux. This warranty does not apply to light globes, batteries, filters or similar

perishable parts.

Parts and Appliances not supplied by Electrolux are not covered by this warranty.

Where you are within an Electrolux service area, this warranty covers the cost of

transport of the Appliance to and from Authorised Service Centres of Electrolux and

travelling costs for representatives of the Authorised Service Centre to and from your
home or business. If you are outside an Electrolux service area, you will bear these
costs. For information about whether you are within an Electrolux service area, please
phone 13 13 49 in Australia, or 0800 10 66 10 in

New Zealand.

Proof of purchase is required before you can make a claim under this warranty.

8. You may not make a claim under this warranty unless the defect claimed is due to faulty
or defective parts or workmanship. Electrolux is not liable in the following situations
(which are not exhaustive):

compressor, condenser, evaporator, dryer and tubing. During this three year period
you will pay for the costs of labour (including any call out or service fees), and freight if
necessary in replacing defective parts in the Sealed Refrigeration System. You will pay
for the costs of transport of the Appliance if further service is required and the costs of
parts or repairs to parts other than those included in the Sealed Refrigeration System

Frozen Food indemnity
Subject to the following exclusions, Electrolux will indemnify you for a period of 24
months from the date of purchase of the Appliance against any loss or damage to
frozen foodstuffs due to a Sealed Refrigeration System breakdown. This indemnity will
be limited to:
(@) in the case of freezers with a capacity of less than 400 litres — AU$150
(b) in the case of freezers with a capacity of 400 litres or more — AU$300
