This is a multi-functional room air-exchanging, air-processing appliance, designed
to provide the following functions: Air Conditioning, Dehumidifying, Heating (for heating
mode only) and Independent Fan.

If properly maintained, your appliance will maintain a high level of
energy efficiency and give you many years of trouble free operation.

Power Control

The power control tums the unit on and off.

Warning Light A

Condensed water may accumulate in the unit. If

the internal tank becomes full, the warning light
will light up and the unit will not operate until the

unit has been drained.

Mode Control

The Mode Control has three settings:

e Cool e Dehumidify e Fan
The settings are adjusted with Mode Control
button. A light will indicate which setting is
currently being used.

e Cooling Mode

When cool mode is selected, the indicator light
turns green. During the cooling mode the air is
cooled and hot air is exhausted to the outside
through the exhaust tube. Adjust fan speed and
air temperature to suit your desired comfort level.
Note : The air exchange hoses must vent
outside the room when using cool mode.

e Dehumidify Mode
When dehumidify mode is selected, the indicator
light turmns orange. Air is dehumidified as it
passes through the unit, without being in full
cooling mode If room temperature is higher than
77 degree Fahrenheit, fan speed can be adjusted;
otherwise fan speed is fixed to " Low ".
Note : If the unit is to be used asa
dehumidifier, do not connect the exhaust hose
if the window kit vented outside, some cooling

may occur. Continuous drainage is then necessary.

After switching the air conditioner off, you must wait 3 minutes before switching it back on again.

e Fan Mode
When fan mode is selected the indicator light will
shine yellow. Air Is circulated throughout the room
with no cooling.
Note: unit does not need to be vented In Fan
mode

Fan Speed Control
The Fan Speed Control has 3 settings: High, Medium,
and Low.

Timer

Auto turn off:

With machine in running mode, press timer button to
select number of hours you would like the unit to
run in air conditioning mode until it automatically
shuts off.

Auto turn on:

With machine stand by mode, press timer button to
select number of hours until you would like the unit
to automatically start running in air conditioning mode.

Timer / Temperature set controls

@ Used for adjusting the timer and thermostat.

@ The defaultdisplay is set temperature.

@ In cooling mode, when "A"or "V" button is pressed,

the set temperature is displayed and may be adjusted.

The time is adjustable between 1~24 hours.

Note : By pressing both Timer/Temp set buttons at the
same time, the display will toggle between Celsius and

Fahrenheit.

1. Adjust the plastic panel to the width or height of your window and tighten
the 2 screws that are attached to the panel.

2. Push the round window panel adapter through the rear of the plastic panel.
Line up the holes and tighten the adapter with 4 screws that are included
in the kit. (Tighten screws from the front).

3. Install the window plastic panel into the window. If necessary use duct
tape to better secure the panel.

4. Connect exhaust hose to the unit by inserting the hose connector that is
attached to the hose into the exhaust. <

5. Move the unit to the window, extend the hose and attach the other end of N
the hose to the window. Align the tabs on the hose and window panel =]
adapters and fasten them together. “NAN/

AIR CONDITIONING WITH INSTALLATION
If required, your appliance can also be installed
semi permanently (Fig.1)

Fixture Cap

Proceed as follows :

* Drill a hole in an outside wall or through a
window pane.

Align the height and dimensions of the hole as
shown in Fig. 2.

* Fit the flange accessory fixture provided
into the hole.

* Fit the exhaust hose into the housing at the
back of the unit.

* Insert the other end of the exhaust hose into the
flange previously secured on the wall as shown
in Fig.3.

When the hose is not in use, place the cap overthe L
connector to cover the hole. —

NOTE : 1
When installing the air conditioner semi permanently,
you should leave a door slightly open (as little as 1cm)
to guarantee sufficient ventilation.

The automatic switch, line
fuse, or breaker has been
