1. Plug the power cord into a wall socket.

The back-lit POWER key flashes green 
and stays green when the power is turned on.

(When the power is turned off, there is a 120-second cooling period before the 
projector can be re-started.)

Digital Keystone Correction
Keystoning refers to the situation where the projected image is noticeably wider 
at either the top or bottom. To correct this, press KEYSTONE +/- (hot key) on the 
control panel of the projector or on the remote control, and then adjust the sliding 
bar labeled Keystone, as needed. Press + to correct keystoning at the top of the 
image. Press - to correct keystoning at the bottom of the image.

Auto Adjustment
In some cases, you may need to optimize the picture quality. To do this, press the 
AUTO key on the control panel of the projector or on the remote control. Within 3 
seconds, the built-in Intelligent Auto Adjustment function will re-adjust settings to 
provide the best picture quality.

Lamp Information 
Use and Replacement of the Lamp

When the Lamp Indicator lights up red or a message appears suggesting the 
time of lamp replacement, please install a new lamp or consult your dealer. An 
old lamp could cause a malfunction in the projector and in rare instances may 
even explode.

Lamp LED Indicators    

Caution
The LAMP indicator will light up if the lamp becomes too hot. Turn off the 
power and let the projector cool for 45 minutes. If the LAMP indicator is still 
red when turning the power on, please contact your dealer.

Lamp Replacement
Please check with LG service center for the information of lamp replacement.

Lamp Life Indicators When the LED lights up red, it is warning you that 
lamp uage has exceeded 1500 hours. Replace the 
projection lamp with a new one immediately.

The Lamp is not

Lamp temperature is 
too high 

When the projector’s internal temperature is too 
high for the projector to operate safely, the LED 
blinks orange and the lamp turns off automatically. 
The LED keeps blinking while the unit is off.
If the LED light is off, the operation and temperature 
of the projector’s lamp are normal.

• Reposition the unit to improve its projection angle.
• Ensure the distance between the unit and screen is within 

the adjustment range of the lens.
• Replace the batteries with new ones.
• Make sure there is no obstacle between the remote control 

and the projector.
• Stand within 6 meters (20 feet) of the projector.
• Make sure nothing is blocking the front and rear receivers.
