@ TEST AND USE

Your phone and headset are now paired and
ready to make and receive calls.
To make a call:

3 If your phone and headset are successfully
paired, you will hear ringing on the headset.

After you have successfully paired your
phone and headset, you don't need to
repeat these steps. For daily use, ensure
that your headset is turned ON and that
your phone's Bluetooth feature is ON.

EARHOOKS AND YOUR

Your H670 headset is supplied with multiple
earhooks. The earhook is attached onto a hinge pin,
and is placed onto your ear when using your
headset. To install an earhook on your headset:
