Poor reception of broadcast channels

The top panel buttons do not operate

Check the PANEL LOCK feature.

As with all products that contain a digital display, in rare instances, when viewing certain content (e.g..television broad-
casts, video games, DVD), you may notice that the sound and picture are slightly out of sync. This phenomenon can be
caused by various factors including, without limitation, video processing within the TV, video processing in an attached
gaming system, and video processing/different compression rates used by broadcasters in their programming.
