Disconnecting the power source

Observe the following guidelines when connecting and disconnecting power to the power
supply unit:

Install the power supply unit before connecting the power cord to the AC power outlet.

If the system has multiple sources of power, disconnect power from the system by
unplugging all power cords from the power supplies.

Using electrical power

- This product should be operated from the type of power indicated on the marking
label. If you are not sure of the type of power available, consult your dealer or local
power company.

- Do not allow anything to rest on the power cord. Do not locate this product where
people will walk on the cord.
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- If an extension cord is used with this product, make sure that the total ampere rating
of the equipment plugged into the extension cord does not exceed the extension cord
ampere rating. Also, make sure that the total rating of all products plugged into the
wall outlet does not exceed the fuse rating.

- Do not overload a power outlet, strip or receptacle by plugging in too many devices.
The overall system load must not exceed 80% of the branch circuit rating. If power
strips are used, the load should not exceed 80% of the power strip's input rating.

- This product's AC adapter is equipped with a three-wire grounded plug. The plug only
fits in a grounded power outlet. Make sure the power outlet is properly grounded
before inserting the AC adapter plug. Do not insert the plug into a non-grounded
power outlet. Contact your electrician for details.

- Warning! The grounding pin is a safety feature. Using a power outlet that is not
properly grounded may result in electric shock and/or injury.

Guidelines for safe battery usage

This computer uses a Lithium-ion or Lithium-polymer battery. Do not use it in a humid, wet
or corrosive environment. Do not put, store or leave your product in or near a heat source,
in a high temperature location, in strong direct sunlight, in a microwave oven or in a
pressurized container, and do not expose it to temperatures over 60° C (140° F). Failure
to follow these guidelines may cause the battery to leak acid, become hot, explode or
ignite and cause injury and/or damage.

Do not pierce, open or disassemble the battery. If the battery leaks and you come into
contact with the leaked fluids, rinse thoroughly with water and seek medical attention
immediately.

For safety reasons, and to prolong the lifetime of the battery, charging will not occur at
temperatures below 0° C (32° F) or above 40° C (104° F).

The full performance of a new battery is achieved only after two or three complete charge
and discharge cycles. The battery can be charged and discharged hundreds of times, but
it will eventually wear out.

TIPS AND INFORMATION FOR COMFORTABLE USE

Computer users may complain of eyestrain and headaches after prolonged use. Users
are also at risk of physical injury after long hours of working in front of a computer. Long
work periods, bad posture, poor work habits, stress, inadequate working conditions,
personal health and other factors greatly increase the risk of physical injury.

Incorrect computer usage may lead to carpal tunnel syndrome, tendonitis, tenosynovitis
or other musculoskeletal disorders. The following symptoms may appear in the hands,
wrists, arms, shoulders, neck or back:

- Numbness, or a burning or tingling sensation.
- Aching, soreness or tenderness.

- Pain, swelling or throbbing.

- Stiffness or tightness.

- Coldness or weakness.

If you have these symptoms, or any other recurring or persistent discomfort and/or pain
related to computer use, consult a physician immediately and inform your company's
health and safety department.

The following section provides tips for more comfortable computer use.
Finding your comfort zone

Find your comfort zone by adjusting the viewing angle of the monitor, using a footrest, or
raising your sitting height to achieve maximum comfort. Observe the following tips:

- Refrain from staying too long in one fixed posture.

- Avoid slouching forward and/or leaning backward.
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- Stand up and walk around regularly to remove the strain on your leg muscles.
- Take short rests to relax your neck and shoulders.
- Avoid tensing your muscles or shrugging your shoulders.

- Install the external display, keyboard and mouse properly and within comfortable
reach.

- If you view your monitor more than your documents, place the display at the center
of your desk to minimize neck strain.
Taking care of your vision

Long viewing hours, wearing incorrect glasses or contact lenses, glare, excessive room
lighting, poorly focused screens, very small typefaces and low-contrast displays could
stress your eyes. The following sections provide suggestions on how to reduce eyestrain.

Eyes
- Rest your eyes frequently.
- Give your eyes regular breaks by looking away from the monitor and focusing on a
distant point.
- Blink frequently to keep your eyes from drying out.
Display
- Keep your display clean.
- Keep your head at a higher level than the top edge of the display so your eyes point
downward when looking at the middle of the display.
- Adjust the display brightness and/or contrast to a comfortable level for enhanced text
readability and graphics clarity.
- Eliminate glare and reflections by:
placing your display in such a way that the side faces the window or any light source,
minimizing room light by using drapes, shades or blinds,
using a task light,
changing the display's viewing angle,
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using a glare-reduction filter,

using a display visor, such as a piece of cardboard extended from the display's top
front edge.

Avoid adjusting your display to an awkward viewing angle.

Avoid looking at bright light sources for extended periods of time.

Developing good work habits
The following work habits make computer use more relaxing and productive:

Take short breaks regularly and often.

Perform some stretching exercises.

Breathe fresh air as often as possible.

Exercise regularly and maintain a healthy body.

Warning! We do not recommend using the computer on a couch or bed. If this
is unavoidable, work for only short periods, take breaks regularly, and do some
stretching exercises.

Basic care and tips for using your computer

Turning your computer on and off

To turn the power off, do the following:
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» Tap the Settings charm > Power > Shut down.

To turn the power off (to get into BIOS upon reboot), do the following:

+ Tap the Settings charm > Change PC settings > General. Under
"Advanced startup”, tap Restart now. The "Choose an option" screen
displays. Tap Turn off your PC.

Note: See "BIOS utility" on page 67 for more information.

If you need to power down the computer for a short while, but don’t want

to completely shut it down, you can put it into Sleep mode by:

* Pressing the power button.

-OR -

+ Tapping the Settings charm > Power > Sleep.

Note: If you cannot power off the computer normally, press and hold
the power button for more than four seconds to shut down the
computer (the power button’s battery LED should be off). If you turn

off the computer and want to turn it on again, wait at least two seconds
before powering up.

Taking care of your computer

Your computer will serve you well if you take care of it.

* Do not expose the computer to direct sunlight. Do not place it near
sources of heat, such as a radiator.

* Do not expose the computer to temperatures below 0° C (32° F) or
above 50° C (122° F).

* Do not subject the computer to magnetic fields.
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* Do not expose the computer to rain or moisture.

» Do not spill water or any liquid on the computer.

* Do not subject the computer to heavy shock or vibration.
* Do not expose the computer to dust or dirt.

* Never place objects on top of the computer.

* Do not slam the computer display when you close it.

* Never place the computer on uneven surfaces.

Taking care of your AC adapter

Here are some ways to take care of your AC adapter:
» Do not connect the adapter to any other device.

* Do not step on the power cord or place heavy objects on top of it.
Carefully route the power cord and any cables away from foot traffic.

* When unplugging the power cord, do not pull on the cord itself but pull
on the plug.

» The total ampere ratings of the equipment plugged in should not exceed
the ampere rating of the cord if you are using an extension cord. Also,
the total current rating of all equipment plugged into a single wall outlet
should not exceed the fuse rating.

Cleaning and servicing

When cleaning the computer, follow these steps:
1. Turn off the computer.
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2. Disconnect the AC adapter.

3. Use a soft, moist cloth. Do not use liquid or aerosol cleaners.

If either of the following occurs:

» The computer has been dropped or the body has been damaged;
* The computer does not operate normally

Note: Always use caution when using and transporting the keyboard
cover. Acer recommends using two hands when holding the keyboard
case.

1. Place the holder into the keyboard's channel to put the holder in
position.

2. Place the bottom part of the computer into the holder's bottom section.
To avoid possible scratching and damage, do not insert the computer
into the top section first.
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3. Lean the tablet back into the holder and press the tablet's top edges to
ensure the holder’s tabs secure it in place.The computer is now secure
in the keyboard cover.
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Note: To avoid possible damage, do not carry the holder with the
computer facing outside.

Removing the computer from the keyboard cover

1. Press the holder’s tabs located on the top of the holder.

Using the keyboard

Your Bluetooth keyboard comes pre-paired with the P3. You only need to
turn on the keyboard and the P3 Bluetooth function by doing the following:

1. Tap the Settings charm > Change PC settings > Wireless.
2. Under Wireless devices, ensure the Bluetooth switch is set to On.

3. Press and hold the keyboard's Power button until the function LED
comes on (the function LED will turn on for 5 seconds and then turn off).

4. To turn off the keyboard, press and hold the keyboard's Power button
until the function LED blinks. Release the Power button.

Note: To save power, turn the keyboard off when not in use.
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Pairing with the P3

If your Bluetooth keyboard loses connection with the P3, you will need to
pair again. After the pairing process is complete, you're able to turn your
keyboard off and on again without having to pair again.

Tap the Settings charm > Change PC settings > Devices

Tap the Acer Aspire P3 Bluetooth Keyboard option and then tap the
minus sign to the right to remove the device (it may take a moment for
the keyboard to be removed from the device list.)

The keyboard is now
in pairing mode.
Note: The keyboard stays in pairing mode for three minutes.

. Tap Add a device. The P3 searches for any available Bluetooth devices

. Once it finds the Acer Aspire P3 Bluetooth Keyboard, tap it.
. The screen now displays a six-digit passcode. Using the keyboard,

enter the passcode and press Enter.

Note: The passcode is only valid for one minute. If the passcode
disappears or if you enter a wrong passcode, repeat the steps above
to pair.

. Once pairing is complete, the function LED will stop blinking.
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Charging the keyboard

The keyboard cover comes with an embedded battery and a USB
charging cable. The cable's large end connects to the tablet's USB port
and the small end connects to the keyboard's micro USB port. When the
battery LED quickly blinks orange, the keyboard's battery is critically low
and needs to be charged. Keep the keyboard connected until the Battery
LED is blue. You can still use the keyboard as normal while it is charging.

NOTE: The tablet must be on for the keyboard to charge.

Troubleshooting

Q: My keyboard doesn't do anything when | press the keys.
A: There could be several reasons for this. Check the following:

1. The keyboard may be turned off. Press and hold the keyboard's Power
button until the function LED comes on (the function LED will turn on for
5 seconds and then turn off). If the function LED blinks, you have turned
off the keyboard. Press and hold the keyboard's Power button again
until the function LED comes on.

2. The keyboard may be out of charge. Follow the instructions in the
"Charging your tablet" section.

The USB port is a high-speed serial bus which allows you to connect USB
peripherals without taking up system resources.
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HDMI Micro

HDMI (High-Definition Multimedia Interface) is an industry-supported,
uncompressed, all-digital audio/video interface.

WIRELESS NETWORKS

Connecting to the Internet

Your computer's wireless connection is turned on by default.

Windows will detect and display a list of available networks during setup.
Select your network and enter the password if required.

Otherwise, open Internet Explorer and follow the instructions.

Please refer to your ISP or router documentation.

Wireless networks

A wireless LAN or WLAN is a wireless local area network, which may link
two or more computers without using wires. Setting up a wireless network
is easy and allows you to share files, peripheral devices and an Internet
connection.

What are benefits of a wireless network?
Mobility
Wireless LAN systems allow you and other users of your home network to

share access to files and devices connected to the network, for example a
printer or scanner.

Also you can share an internet connection with other computers in your home.
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Installation speed and simplicity

Installing a wireless LAN system can be fast and easy and eliminates the
need to pull cables through walls and ceilings.

Components of a wireless LAN
To set up your Wireless network at home you need to have the following:

Access point (router)

Access points (routers) are two-way transceivers that broadcast data into the
surrounding environment. Access points act as a mediator between wired
and wireless network. Most routers have a built-in DSL modem that will allow
you access to a high speed DSL internet connection. The ISP (Internet
Service Provider) you have chosen normally supplies a modem/router with
the subscription to their services. Read carefully the documentation supplied
with your Access point/router for detailed setup instructions.

The Acer Green Instant On feature allows your computer to wake up from
Sleep mode in less than the time it takes to open the lid. When you close
the lid, or leave your computer for a while, your computer enters Sleep
mode. While the computer is in Sleep mode, the power indicator LED will
flash orange.

Open the lid or press any key to wake the computer from Sleep mode.

After a certain amount of time in Sleep mode, the computer will
automatically enter Deep Sleep to preserve battery life. When the
computer is in Deep Sleep, the power indicator LED will be turned off. In
this state, battery remains ready to use for many weeks.

Press the power button to wake up from Deep Sleep.
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Note: Once in Deep Sleep, your PC will consume significantly less
power compared with Sleep mode, but it will take a little longer to wake
up from Deep Sleep.

Deep Sleep and Sleep mode work together to ensure that your computer
saves as much power as possible while still enabling quick, instant on
access.

To save more power, your computer will typically enter and stay in Deep
Sleep during times when it will not be frequently accessed, for example,
during the middle of the night. To provide quicker access, your computer
will enter and stay in Sleep mode during times when it will be frequently
accessed, for example, during working hours.

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BATTERY PACK

The computer uses an embedded battery pack that gives you long use
between charges.

Battery pack characteristics

The battery pack has the following characteristics:

» Employs current battery technology standards.
* Delivers a battery-low warning.

The battery is recharged whenever you connect the computer to the AC
adapter. Your computer supports charge-in-use, enabling you to recharge
the battery while you continue to operate the computer. However,
recharging with the computer turned off results in a significantly faster
charge time.

Note: You are advised to charge the battery before retiring for the day.
Charging the battery overnight before traveling enables you to start
the next day with a fully charged battery.

Conditioning a new battery pack

Before you use a battery pack for the first time, there is a conditioning
process that you should follow:

1. Connect the AC adapter and fully charge the battery.
2. Disconnect the AC adapter.
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3. Turn on the computer and operate using battery power.
4. Fully deplete the battery until the battery-low warning appears.
5. Reconnect the AC adapter and fully charge the battery again.

Follow these steps again until the battery has been charged and
discharged three times.

Use this conditioning process for all new batteries, or if a battery hasn't
been used for a long time.

Warning! Do not expose battery packs to temperatures below 0°
C (32° F) or above 45° C (113° F). Extreme temperatures may
adversely affect the battery pack.

By following the battery conditioning process you condition your battery to
accept the maximum possible charge. Failure to follow this procedure will
prevent you from obtaining the maximum battery charge, and will also
shorten the effective lifespan of the battery.

In addition, the useful lifespan of the battery is adversely affected by the
following usage patterns:

* Using the computer on constant AC power.

* Not discharging and recharging the battery to its extremes, as described
above.

» Frequent use; the more you use the battery, the faster it will reach the
end of its effective life. A standard computer battery has a life span of
more than 1,000 charges.

Optimizing battery life

Optimizing battery life helps you get the most out of battery operation,
prolonging the charge/recharge cycle and improving recharging efficiency.
You are advised to follow the suggestions set out below:

» Use AC power whenever possible, reserving battery for on-the-go use.

» Eject a PC Card if it is not being used, as it will continue to draw power
(for selected models).

» Store your PC in a cool, dry place. The recommended temperature is
10° C (50° F) to 30° C (86° F). Higher temperatures cause the battery to
self-discharge faster.

» Excessive recharging decreases the battery life.
* Look after your AC adapter and battery.

Checking the battery level

The Windows power meter indicates the current battery level. Rest the
cursor over the battery/power icon on the taskbar to see the battery's
present charge level.

Battery-low warning

When using battery power pay attention to the Windows power meter.

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Tips and hints for using Windows 8

Three concepts you might want to keep in mind

1. Start
