Descri ption
The ATP3 is an anplified speaker system
featuring a subwoofer for extended |ow

frequency response. The system is
especially designed for multinedia
conputer applications. The wunit is

conprised of a subwoofer and two
satellite speakers, and features separate
VALUME, BASS and TREBLE controls. The
satellite speakers are uniquely designed
to provide full tweeter and md-bass
response in a slim profile housing that
conplenents flat panel as well as
standard nonitors. The satellite speakers
are nagnetically shielded and can be
pl aced close to a nonitor wthout
distorting i nages.

Pl acement of the Speakers and
Subwoof er

Al stereo infornmation is heard fromthe
satellite speakers. The satellite speakers
are nagnetically shielded and can be
placed <close to the nonitor wthout
distorting inages. Best stereo effect is
obtained by placing the satellite speakers
as far apart as practical. The subwoofer
contains no stereo infornation and sound
is non-directiona . As a result, the
subwoof er does not have to be placed in
any particuar relation to the satellite
speakers. Hacing the subwoofer on the
floor close to a wall or corner of a room
provi des naxi num bass efficiency. The
subwoofer is not nagnetical ly shiel ded
and should not be placed close to the
noni t or

Use of Controls (See Figure
1)

Power On/Off: The ONCGHF switch is
part of the volune control. Turn the
vol une control clockw se to turn power

on and counter-clockw se to turn power
df.

Volunme Control: Turn the Vol ume
Qontrol  clockwise to increase overall
volune level. Turn counter-clockw se to
decrease vol une.

Bass Control: The Bass Gntrol adjusts
the volune level of the |ow subwoofer
frequencies. To increase Bass, turn the
control clockw se. To decrease Bass, turn
the control counter-cl ockw se.

Trebl e Control: Treble frequencies are
emtted fromthe satellite speakers. To
increase treble (high frequencies), turn
the control clockw se. To decrease trebl e,
turn the control counter-cl ockw se.

Notice: To avoid a “pop” sound when
pulling out the power plug fromthe AC
outlet or turning off power froma naster
swtch, first turn off the ATP3 wth the
QN GFF switch.
