RECOMMENDED GROUNDING METHODS

This appfiance should be properly grounded for your safety.

The power cord of Ihis appliance is equipped with a three-prong plug which mates with standard
three prong wall outlet to minimize the possibility of electric shock hazard from this appliance.

* Do not, under any circumstances, cut or remove the third ground prong from power cord
supplied with this appliance.

* Use of extension cords are not recommended.

The location you thoose should be away from heat sources like stove, heater, or radiator.

Avoid installing your refrigarator in humid places (like next to sinks).

LEVELING

Place your refrigerator on a fioor strong enough to support it when fully loaded.
Maks your refrigerator stand level by adjusting the legs provided in case of uneven floors.

SETTING THE CONTROLS

Your refrigerator has only ane control for regulating tha temperature In the fresh food and in the
freezer compartment. It is located on the upper right side of the lower saction.

When the refrigerator is plugged in for the first lime, set the control to 3. Temperature control
adjustments range from 1 (warmest) to 6 {coldest).

In a day or two, you may decide if the control is sel correctly. The setling indicated above
should be correct for normal, household refrigerator usage. If you use the freezer section often,
set the control to 6. The number six setting is recommended for short term usage only. The
controls will be set correctly when milk or juice is as cold as you like and when ice cream Is firm.
You will find on pages 6 &7 some suggestions for storing fresh or frozen focd.

USE OF THE ICE CUBE TRAYS

An ice box is suppliad together with an ice tray. For your ice requiraments, fill approximately 3/4
of the tray after having washed it.

To eject ice cubes into the bucket provided, insert the ice tray and twist slightly until the pieces
of Ice fall,

If cubes are not used, they may shrink. The longer cubes are stored, the smaller they get.

DEFROSTING

Your refrigarator defrosts the ice on the lower part automatically. During this cycle, the water
formed by melting frost in tha freezer is diracted down the back wall and drained into & shallow
plastic pan beneath the cabinet where it is evaporated.

When there is excessive frost in the deep freszer section, from time to time you may hava to
defrost this section as follows:

Flrst, run the temparature controf to the coldest setting for about 12 hours; this way when you
ramave the food out, they will be protected during the period of defrosting. Then unplug the
refrigarator and use the plastic spatula supplied with it to clean the frost. Never remove the ice
with a sharp or pointed object. Let the ice malt by itself.

After the ice and frost melts, dry the water with a sponge and/or a paper towel. Place the food
previously removad,
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CHANGING THE LIGHT BULB

Before remaving the light butb, either unplug the refrigerator or disconnect the electricity leading
to the refrigerator at the main power supply. Failure to do so could result in electrical shock or
personal injury.

To changs the refrigsrator light:

1-Remove the bulb cover in front of the thermostat box. Notice thers is a screw holding this
cover.

2-Remove bulb.

3-Replace with a 15 watt appliance bulb.

4-Reconnect refrigerator to power supply.

Note: Ba sure to replace bulb with one of the same size and shape,

VACATION AND MOVING CARE
VACATION .

Remove all the food if you are going for a month or more. Unplug the refrigerator and clean it.
Jinse well and dry, Keep doors open far enough for air to get in. This will keep odor and mold
Tom building up.

MOVING

Remove all food, Pack frozen in dry ice. Unptug the refrigerator and clean it thoroughly.

Take out all removable parts. Wrap all parts and tape them together so they do not shift and
rattle. Screw in the laveling legs and tape the doors shul.

8e sure relrigerator stays in upright position during actual moving and in van. Protact outside of
refrigerator with blanket.

FRESH FOOD GUIDE

There is a correct way to pack and store refrigarated or frozen food. To keep food fresher,
longer, take the tima to study these recommended step.

Storing fresh food

Food placed In the refrigerator should be
wrapped or stored In air and molsture proof
matarial. This pravents food odor and taste
transfer throughout the refrigerator. For dated
products, chack cade date to ensure
freshness.

Leafy vegetables

Remove store wrapping and trim or tear off
brulsed and discolored areas. Wash in cold
waler and drain. Place In plastic bag or plastic
contatner and store In crisper.

Vegetables with skins (carrots,
peppers)

Store In crisper, plastic bags or plastic
contalner,

Fruit

Wash, let dry and store in refrigerator in
plastic bags or crisper. Do not wash or huli
berries until they are ready to use. Sort and
keep berries in their store container in a
crisper, or store In a loosely closed paper bag
on a refrigerator shelf,

Eggs
Store without washing in the original carton on
door compartment.

Miik

Wipe milk cartons. For best storage, place
milk on Interior sheif.

Butter or margarine

Keep opened butter in covered dish or closad
compariment.

Whan storing an extra supply, wrap In freezer
packaging and freeze.

Cheese _

Store in the original wrapping untt you are
ready to use it. Once opened, rewrap tightly in
plastic wrap or aluminum foll.

Leftovers

Cover leftovers with plastic wrap or aluminum
foll. Plastic contalnars with tight lids can also
be used.

Meat

Most meat can be stored in original wrapping
as long as it Is alr and moisture proof. Rewrap
if necessary. See the following chart for
storage times.

Changing Reversible Doors:

This refrigerator has been built with the door hinges on the right. If you wish to change the
opaning direction, follow instructions below.

1-Remove the upper rounded top (3). Using a sharp object, pry out the 2 plug buttons (1) and
remove the {2) PHILLIPS screws (1). Remove the 2 PHILLIPS screw (2} which connect the
upper hinges to the upper rounded top. Place top plate (3) on a padded surface to prevent
scratching.

2-Remove the hex-head screws of the upper hinge (4). Carefully It the freezer door (5) and
place it on a padded surface to prevent scratching.

3- Remove the PHILLIPS screws of the center hinge (6) . Carefully lifi the door (7} and place it
on a padded surface to prevant scratching. Save the parts removed for future use.

4- Remove the kick plate (grille base) (B} by taking out the screws at each side of It with a
PHILLIPS screwdriver.

5- Remove the lower hinge (9) from the right side and transfer it to the left end.

6-Using a sharp object, pry cut tha plug buttons of the middle hinge holes {10} . Press them into
the opposite comer (11),

7- Fit the grille base {12) into its place.

8-Sel the lowar door (13) to its place making sure the hinge pin enters the bushing in the door
bottom section.

9- While holding the door in the closed position, loosely secure the center hinge {14} using the
screw removed (STEP 3)

10- Set the freezar door {15) to its place making sure the hinge pin enters the door bushing in
the bottom sections of the door. '

11-While holding the freezer door in the closed position, loosely secure the upper hinge (16)
using the bolts removed in STEP 2.

12- Before tightening these bolts, make sure the top of the door Is level with the cabinet top, and
the space between the doors is equidistant across tha entire front. Avold over-tightening these
screws. Tighten both until they are just snug, then turn them another ona-half urn.

13- Replace the upper rounded top {17).

14. Tighten the upper rounded top screws {18) and press the plug buttons (18).

15- Fit and lighten the screws (18) which connect the upper hinges to the upper rounded top.
