> Installation of Your Appliance

_ « This appliance is designed to be free standing only, and should not be recessed or built-in.

« Place your appliance on a floor that is strong enough to support the appliance when it is fully loaded.
To level your appliance, adjust the legs at the front of the appliance.

« Allow 5 inches of space between the back and sides of the appliance, which allows the proper air
circulation to ccol the compressor.

« Locate the appliance away from direct sunfight and sources of heat (stove, heater, radiator, etc.).
Direct sunlight may affect the acrylic coating and heat sources may increase electrical consumption.
Extreme cold ambient temperatures may also cause the appliance not to perform properly.

» Avoid locating the appliance in moist areas. Too much moisture in the air will cause frost to form
quickly on the evaporator requiring more frequent defrosting of the appliance.

» Plug the appliance into an exclusive properly installed-grounded wall outlet. Do not under any
circumstances cut or remove the third {(ground) prong from the power cord. Any guestions conceming
power and or grounding should be directed toward a certified electrician or an authorized Avanti
Products service center.

* Your appliance has only cne centrol for regulating the temperature in the fresh food and the freezer
compartment. The temperature control is located on the upper right hand side of the fresh food section,

* The first time you lurn the unit on set the temperature control to “MAX”.

* The range of the temperature control is from position “MIN" the warmest to “MAX" the coldest.
After 24 to 48 hours, adjust the temperature control to the setting that best suites your needs.
The setting of “MED" should be correct for home or office appliance use.

In addition, never use a
sharp or metallic instrument to remove frost as it may damage the cooling coils and will void
the warranty. We recommend using the plastic scraper provided with your unit.

+ Remove the frozen faod from the appliance and place it in a cooler to protect the food.

* Set the thermostat dial to “OFF" and then wait 30-40 minutes.

* Keep drip tray in place. Defrosting usually takes a few hours.

» After defrosting, empty water from drip tray and return the thermostat dial to the desired position.

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» CHANGING THE LIGHT BULB

Before removing the light bulb, either unpiug the refrigerator or disconnect the electricity leading into the
refrigerator at the main power supply. Faifure to do so could resuit in electrical shock or personal injury.

« Remove the light bulb cover first by taking out the screw holding it. Also pull out the two plastic tabs holding
the cover to the refrigerator wail at the opposite side.

» Unscrew the bulb.
» Replace with a 15 watt-refrigerator bulb that is the same shape and size.
*» Replace the light bulb cover.

During long absences, remove all the food; unplug your appliance, clean your appliance, and leave the
door open slightly to avoid possible formation of condensation, mold, or odors.

* Remove all the food.
» Securely tape down all loose items inside your appliance.
« Tum the leveling screws up to the base to avoid damage.
* Tape the doors shut.
« Be sure the appliance stays in the upright position during transportation.
« Protect the outside of the appliance with a blanket, or similar item.

Energy Saving Tips
« The appliance should be located in the coolest area of the room, away from heat producing appliances or
heating ducts, and out of the direct sunlight.

« L et hot foods cool to room temperature before placing in the appliance. Overloading the apliance forces
the compressor to run longer. Foods that freeze too slowly may lose quality, or spoil.

» Be sure to wrap foods properly, and wipe containers dry before placing them in the appliance.
This cuts down on frost build-up inside the appliance.

» Appliance storage bin should not be lined with aluminum foil, wax paper, or paper toweling.
Liners interfere with cold air circulation, making the appliance less efficient.

= Organize and label food to reduce door openings and extended searches. Remove as many items as
needed at one time, and close the door as soon as possible.

> INSTALACION
