Before Using Your Wine Chiller

Remove the exterior and interior packing.
Check to be sure you have all of the following parts:

Before connecting the Wine Chiller to the power source, let it stand upright for approximately
2 hours. This will reduce the possibility of a malfunction in the cooling system from handling
during transportation.

Clean the interior surface with lukewarm water using a soft cloth.
Instafl the handle on the left side of the door,

Installation of Your Wine Chiller

This appliance is designed to be recessed or built-in {fully recessed),

Place your Wine Chiller on a floor that is strong enough to support it when it is fully loaded. To
level your Wine Chiller, adjust the front adjustable leg at the bottom of the unit.

Locate the Wine Chiller away from direct sunlight and sources of heat (stove, heater, radiator,
etc.). Direct sunlight may affect the acrylic coating and heat sources may increase electrical
consumption. Extreme cold ambient temperatures may aiso cause the unit not to perform
properly.

Avoid locating the unit in moist areas.

Plug the Wine Chiller into an exclusive, properly installed-grounded wall outlet. Do not under
any circumstances cut or remove the third (ground) prong from the power cord. Any questions
concerning power and/or grounding should be directed toward a certified electrician or an
authorized Avanti Products service center,

A Warning ¥
Improper use of the grounded plug can result in the risk of electrical shock. If the power cord is
damaged, have it replaced by an authorized Avanti Products service center.

This appliance should be properly grounded for your safety. The power cord of this appliance is
equipped with a three-prong plug which mates with standard three prong wall outlets to minimize the
possibility of electrical shock.

Plug the appliance into an exclusive properly installed-grounded wall outlet. Do not under any
circumstances cut or remove the third (ground) prong from the power cord. Any questions concerning
power and/or grounding should be directed toward a certified electrician or an authorized Avanti
Products service center.

> Reversing the Door Swing of Your Appliance

This appliance has the capabiiity of the door opening from either the left or right side. The unit is
delivered to you with the door opening from the left side. Should you desire to reverse the opening
direction, please call service for reversal instructions.

OPERATING YOUR WINE CHILLER

Setfing the Temperature Control

» To control the internal temperature, adjust the control dial according to the ambient temperature
or purpose of use.

¢ The first time you turn the unit on, set the temperature control to “MAX" position.

+ The settings of temperature control are “OFF”, "MIN”, “NORMAL" and "MAX". After 20 minutes,
adjust the temperature control setting to "NORMAL". The setting of "NORMAL" should be
appropriate for home or office wine chiller use.

* Toturn the Wine Chiller off, turn the temperature control to "OFF".

NOTE:

« Turning the temperature control to "OFF" position stops the cooling cycle, but does not shut
off the power to the Wine Chiller.

« If the unit is unplugged, power lost, or turned off, you must wait 3 to 5 minutes before

restarting the unit. If you attempt to restart before this time delay, the Wine Chiller will not

start.

¢ The range between "MIN" and “MAX" is from 45°F to 65°F, which is ideal for the storage of

wines.

It is recommended you install the Wine Chiller in a place where the ambient temperature is between

72-78 degrees Fahrenheit. If the ambient temperature is above or below recommended temperatures,
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the performance of the unit may be affected. For example, placing your unit in extreme cold or hot
conditions may cause interior temperatures to fluctuate. The range of 45-65 degrees Fahrenheit may
not be reached.

Recommended temperatures for chilling wine:

Degrees ' Control Position
Red Wines: 60-65° F MIN
Dry/White Wines 50-59° F NORMAL
Sparkling Wines 45-49° F MAX
Rose Wines 49-51° F NCORMAL

The above temperatures may fluctuate depending on whether or not the interior buib is on or off or
whether the bottles are located on the upper/middle or lower section.

-~ Interior Light
You can turn the interior light on or off by the light switch.

- Door Lock

Your unit is provided with a lock and key combination.

The keys are located inside the plastic bag that contains the User's Guide. Insert the key into the lock
and turn it counterclockwise to unlock the door. To lock the door do the reverse operation making
sure metal pin is engaged completely. Remove the key and place it in a secure place for safekeeping.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

- Replacing Your Light Bulb
NOTE: -
All paris removed must be saved to do the replacement of the light bulb.
Before removing the light bulb, either uriplug the appliance or disconnect the electricity leading
into the appliance at the main power supply. Failure to do so could resuit in electrical shock or
personal injury. "
» Press the light switch to the “OFF" position.
*» Remove the screw “5".
* Remove the light bulb cover “4" by pulling the bottom end of the light bulb cover gently.
» Unscrew the bulb "2".
* Replace with a 10-watt bulb that is the same shape and size.
* Replace the light bulb cover “4” and tighten screw "5".

» Cleaning Your Wine Chiller
* Turn the temperature control to "OFF", unplug the appliance, and remove all items including
shelves and basket.
* Wash the inside surfaces with a warm water and baking soda solution. The solution should be
about 2 tablespoons of baking soda to a quart of water.
» Wash the shelves and basket with a mild detergent solution.
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Wring excess water out of the sponge or cloth when cleaning area of the controls, or any
electrical parts.

Wash the outside cabinet with warm water and mild liquid detergent. Rinse well and wipe dry
with a clean soft cloth.

Power Failure

Most power failures are corrected within a few hours and should not affect the temperature of
your appliance if you minimize the number of times the door is opened. If the power is going to be
off for a longer pericd of time, you need to take the proper steps to protect your contents.

Vacation Time

Short vacations: Leave the Wine Chiller operating during vacations of less than three weeks.
Long vacations: If the appliance will not be used for several months, remove all items and
unplug the power cord. Clean and dry the interior thoroughly. To prevent odor and mold growth,
leave the door open slightly: blocking it open if necessary.

Moving Your Wine Chiller

Remove all items.

Securely tape down all loose items {shelves) inside your appliance.

Turn the adjustable leg up to the base to avoid damage.

Tape the door shut.

Be sure the appliance stays secure in the upright position during transportation. Alsc protect
outside of appliance with a blanket, or similar item.

Energy Saving Tips

The Wine Chiller should be located in the coolest area of the room, away from heat producing
appiiances, and out of the direct sunlight.

INSTRUCCIONES DE INSTALACION

Saque los embalajes exteriores, limpie bien el exterior con un pafio suave seco, y el interior con un
pafio humedo vy tibio. Evite colocar la vinera cerca de una fuente de calor, luz de sol directa, o lugar
humedo.

Ubicacién

1. Seleccione un lugar con su pisc fuerte y nivelado.

2. Deje una pulgada de espacio entre la parte posterior de la vinera y toda pared contigua.

3. Evite la luz directa del sol o calor. La luz directa del sol puede afectar la capa de acrilico.
Las fuentes de calor en su proximidad provocaran un consumo mayor de electricidad.

OPERACION

Para evitar vibraciones, el compartimiento interior debe estar bien nivelado. Para encender la vinera,
gire el control de temperatura a la posicién que corresponda a la temperatura deseada. La
temperatura variara dependiendo de la ¢cantidad de botellas almacenadas y la frecuencia con que se
abre la puerta.

Gire el control a 1a posicion "OFF" (apagado) para desconectar el ciclo de enfriamiento. Cuando la
vinera no se use por un periodo largo, desconecte el enchufe y deje [a puerta entreabierta.

Nota: Espere entre 3 a 5 minutos antes de volver a encender si el funcicnamiento ha sido
interrumpido.

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DISCO DEL TERMOSTATO: (Instalado en la parte superior) Para controlar la temperatura dentro
del refrigerador para vinos.

« La primera vez que encienda la unidad, gire el control a la posicion "IAXKE.
» Después de 20 minutos, mueva el contral a 1a posicion "NORMAL".

s Para apagarlo, gire el control a la posicién "OFF".

Se recomienda que Ud coloque su vinera en un lugar donde la temperatura ambiental se mantenga
entre 23-25 grados centigrados.

Si la temperatura ambiental oscila afuera de esos limites, pueda afectar ta temperatura de la caja.
Por ejemplo, si su unidad esta situada en lugares donde hay temperaturas muy frias o calientes
también puede afectar la temperatura de la caja.

Si la bombilla interior esta siempre encendida, la temperatura de la caja estara mas elevada.

Temperaturas recomendadas para enfriar vinos:

GRADOS PQSICION CONTROL
Vinos secos: 10 -14°C NORMAL
Vinos rosados: 9.5-10.5°C NORMAL
Vinas tintos: 14.5-18°C MIN
Vinos espumosos: 7-9C MAX

Luz interior

1 a luz interior se controla manualmente y no funciona al abrir ni cerrar la puerta. Para prender la
luz, presione el interruptor manual de la tuz, ubicado en la rejilla delantera debajo de la puerta de
vidrio.

Cerradura de la puerta

Su unidad viene equipada con una combinacion de cerradura y llave.

Las llaves (2) estan dentro de la bolsa plastica junto al manual de instrucciones.
introduzca la llave en la cerradura y girela hacia la izquierda para abrir la puerta.
Para cerrarla, gire la llave hacia la derecha.

Quite la lave y coloquela en un lugar seguro para evitar que se pierda.

Descongelaciéon

Su refrigerador para vinos ha sido. disefiado con un sistema de descongelacion de “ciclo
automatico”.

las superficies refrigeradas del compartimiento para vinos se descongela automaticamente,
durante el ciclo "apagado” del control de enfriamiento (termostato). El agua descongelada del

compartimiento es eliminada automaticamente, encauzandola hacia una bandeja de goteo ubicado
en el compresor. La transferencia de calor del compresor evapora el agua.
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fCUIDADO:Y: MANTENIMIENTO

Limpieza

Para limpiar el interior, use un pafio suave con una solucion de una cucharada de bicarbonato de
sodio por cada cuarto de agua, o una solucion de espuma de jabdn suave, o un detergente suave.
Para lavar las rejillas, saquelas deslizandolas con cuidado, y use una solucién de detergente suave;
luego séquelas con un pafio suave. Limpie el exterior con un pafio himedo suave y un poco de
detergente suave o productos de limpieza para electrodomésticos.

Periodo de vacaciones

Para periodos cortos de vacaciones, deje los controles en la posicion normal. Durante ausencias
mas largas;

(a) sague todas las botellas,

{b) desconecte la vinera del tomacorriente,

{c) limpie bien el refrigerador para vinos,

(d) deje la puerta abierta para evitar la formacion de condensacion, moho u olores.

Corte de corriente

La mayoria de los cortes de corriente se carrigen en una o dos horas y no afectaran las temperaturas
de su vinera para vinos. Sin embargo, Ud. debera reducir ia cantidad de veces que abra la puerta
cuando la corriente esté apagada. Durante los cortes de corriente de larga duracién, tome medidas
para proteger sus alimentos.

8i Ud. se muda

Saque o asegure todos los articulos dentro de su vinera. Para evitar que los tornillos nivelantes se
averien, girelos completamente hacia la base.

Cambio de la bombilla

Para cambiar la bombilta del compartimiento interior: Saque el tornillo que sujeta el protector de Iz
bombilla; saque el protector. Reemplace la bombilla. ’
NOTA: La bombilla no debe exceder de 10 vatios.

Vuelva a colocar el protector de la bombilla.

Cologue nuevamente el tornillo que sujeta la cubierta.

Algunas reglas importantes para el uso correcto de la vinera.

* Las bebidas se deben guardar en botellas cerradas.

» No sobrecargue el compartimiento interior.

* No abra la puerta a menos que sea necesario.

« Sila vinera se guardara sin uso por periodos largos, se sugiere que, luego de una limpieza
cuidadosa, se deje la puerta entreabierta para permitir que el aire circule dentro de la caja y
evitar una posible formacion de condensacion, moho u olores,

* Nunca cubra los estantes del compartimiento para vinos con papel de aluminio o cualquier
otro material para cubrir estantes que puedan obstruir Iz circulacion del aire.
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
