Charging the batteries

The batteries are trickle charged whenever the XLR connection with a powered projector is made
or when the charger is connected.

Charging is required whenever the batteries are low, the status (ACT/LOW) of the batteries can
be seen on the main menu (menu 1) or in the diagnosis menu (see " Installation Settings ").

remark: The delivered batteries are not charged.
The batteries may only be used after being charged, it takes about 30 hours to fully
charge the batteries.

There are two possibilities to charge the batteries:

- To charge the batteries with the supplied charger follow next procedure:

2. Plug the female power connector of the loader into the male connector at the right side of the
remote control.

- The batteries can also be charged via the XLR connection:

Changing the batteries

The expected life of the batteries is about approximatively 1000 charge and discharge cycles.

Any number between 0 and 63 may be chosen.

In the case of multiple wireless links (Image 1 on previous page) each wireless base must have
its own RF address.

Frequency band

Sets the frequency band according to the regulations of the country you are working in.
