The sleep timer automatically switches
the set to stand-by after the preset time
has elapsed.

@ Using Teletext

Teletext is an information system that
displays text on your TV screen. Using
the teletext control buttons you can view
pages of information that are listed in the
teletext index (Teletext reception is
optional).

Please Note

No on screen display is available in text
mode. The contrast, brightness and colour
cannot be changed but the volume control
is still available.

To enter Text mode
