VI. Getting the Most Out of Your Bose
601 Speaker System

Dnce setup and connacted propety, your speakers
will reguire very little attention. However, obsending
the following guidelines will help you get the most ol
of your speakerinvestment,

& Fusing

Any loudspeaker can be damaged if the amplifier
dnving it should fail or is played so loudhy that it
produces distortion, This is espacially likely to
ooour with low-powered amplifiers or receivers.
Your 601 speakers have Digital Dynamic Range™
waafers with built-in woofer proteclion circuitry, For
rmaximum protection, however, we recommend
fusing

A fuse can beinserled into the speaker circuitry by
simply wiring a fuseholder fo the [ + ) terminal of the
speaker The speakar wirg then connecis tothe
holder, putting the fusenolder Betweean the speak:
er’s(+ ) terminal and the recenver or amplifier's{ +)
terminal. When the fuse is insered inlo the fuse-
halder, the fusing protection system is completa.
2-ampere, fast-blow Buss AGC Saries or Littletuse
AG Series luses are recommended,

Room Acolstics
Where you plage your GI_'H speakers in your room is
important for getting the best sound. There is no

one required placement position;:rather itisimpor:

tant to know that placement does affect sound.
Your 601 system works bestwhen sound energy is
allowed to develop "around” the speakers, reflect:
ing off nearby walls and flooring. We recommenc
that you experiment with variols Iocations and
putthe speakers whne they Sound best to you
betors delemmining final placemeant: The follow-
ing tips will helpyou maximize the sound of your
6071 speakers,

1. Hard matenals such as wood. brick, glass,
sheetrock, andfor heavy panaling generally
provide the most effective sound reflecting
surfaces.

2. Rooms with alot of sound absarbing furnishings
(stuffed furniture, wall-toswall carpets, heavy
drapes, etc Y may reduce the treble sound of
your systerm, making it sound dull. This treble
can be restored by removing some of the
absorbent furnishings from the immediate
vicinity of the speakers.

3. Aoomes with few sound absorbing furnishings,
espacially those with bare flodrs and walls, may:
sound overly shiill or " bright” Adding sound
absorbers such as throw rugs or drapes will
Lsually solve this problerm; For best resulls,
scatterthase 1urr1r%hlngs evenly around the
listening area.

4. Hyodr music seems 10 lack bass, trymoving
the speakers alitile closer lo the rear wall and/ior
the corners of the roam: Excess bass can be

reduced by moving the speakers away irom oo

nars and walls The glossr the Speakers araio

the intersaction of the room boundaries (such 235

the corner where two walls intersect each other:

. Maintenance

The finish onyour 601 speakersisa genuune marcl-
wood veneer with a walnut finish. As with any other
piace of fine furniture, only & high quality furniture
polish should be Lsed on the cabinets. Soap,
waler, or any household cleaners should be
avoided.

The 601 speaker has an acoustically transparent
grille assembly attached to the enclosure with
snap-type fastenars, The grilles may be removed
and cargfully vacuumed if necessary. Remove
and replace grilles carefully to avoid damag-
ing front tweeters. To remove the grille assembly,
gently pry the bottom section away from thie cabi-
netwith yourfingers. Then litt the top section off the
cabinet. To replace the grille, reversethis proce-
dure, Do not use sharp objects to pry off the
grille 23 this might damage baoth the grille and
theenclostre.
