To connect your system Lo a standard wall
outlet {e.g., 120 volts in Morth Amenica), shde
the AC/DC switch to the AC position 1o expaose
the AC power jack (Figure 3). First plug the
small end of the power cord into the AWMS
power jack, and then plug the large end of the
cord into the wall outlet

o a Cigarette Lighter Socket
(with the optional Bose Pawer Cord)

You may
adjust this contral, if you want, to compensale
for the type of music and listening environment
variants, as described in the "Room Acoustics”
section below. Sliding the control fa the right
decreases the amount of treble sound. Sliding
the control to the left decreases the amaount of
hass sound.

Room Acoustics

In any room, sound reflects from the walls,
flgor, and furniture. Soft furnishings lend 1o
absort sound and hard furmishings tend to
reflect sound. Some rooms create an excess
of bass, athers, an excess of reble.

As with any high quality stereo systemn, the
position of your AWMS in the room will also
affect its sound. For best results, place your
systemn so that itis at ear lavel when you are
listaning. The AWMS will produce the mast
bass when placed on a solid surface (such as
a sturdy table) in a comer of the room.

Inserting/Removing a Compact
Disc

Press and raleasze the OPEN button in the
lower right-hand corner of the compact disc
playar, The lid will pop up.

I your VCR or video disc system has a single
{rrono) audio output jack, use the supplied ™"
adapter to make sure that both the left and
right channels of your AWMS get sound. Plug
the single " adapter end inta the single end
of the VCR output, and the double "Y™ end into
the: corresponding end of the supplied patch
card. Insert the ather end of the patch cord into
the ALK, IN jacks an your AWMS (Figure 10}, If
your VCR has a headphone jack, you can use
it to play your VCR through your AWIMS.

If your VCR is stereo, connect it to your AWMS
the same way as you would any ather slereo
camponant (Figure 11).

Tamake sure that the sound seems 1o come
from the screen area, place your AWMS close
to your VCRTY setup.

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Television

Connecting your television to your AWKMS
adds high fidelity toyour TW's sound. Ifyour
television has a single (mono) audio autput
jack, use the supplied "™ adapter to make
sure that both the left and the right channels of
your AWIMS get sound (Figure 10), Ifyour
television has an earplug output, a special
earplug adapter may be required. Ifyour
television has stereo output jacks, a standard
RCA cord is usually all that is required
(Figure 11).

Yo can connact your turmtable to play through
your AWMS system. Most turntables usually
requira the addition of a special preamplifier
(such as Realistic’s Item Mumber 42-21089,
available at Radio Shack).

If you plug the Power
Micraphone into the jacks labeled MIC, you
oel voice-aver capabiliies instead; this means
that you can sing along with the music while it
is playing on your AWKS.
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Musical Instruments

You can play keyboards and other instruments
through your AWRS to get full high fidelity
sound. A preamplifier may be needed faor
cartain instruments such as electric guitars.
Your music equipment dealsr or Bose'
representative can assist yal.

NOTE: Although your AWMS can be used o
amplify musical instruments and voice, itis not
intended as a substitute for a heawy duty
prafessional sound system.

Before cleaning your AWMS, unplug it from the
AC or DC power supply. Then, wipe the
systern with a damp cloth and let it dry. Do not
immerse yaur AWMS inwater, or spray any
cleaners directly onta the systam.
