Battery Operation (DC)

There is no power to the device.

. Ensure that the Power Switch is physically set to the ON position.

. Ensure that the AC adapter cord is securely connected to the player and the proper wall outlet.

. Check if the connection cables are damaged.

The picture is noisy or distorted.

. Ensure that the player is connected directly to the TV (and not through a VCR, cable box,
satellite receiver, etc.)
