Step 6: Turning On the Personal Computer and
Installing the Operating System

Press the power button to turn on the personal computer.

Thefirst time you turn on the personal computer, the operating
system isinstalled automatically. This process takes about 5 to 10
minutes, depending on which operating system is being installed.
Carefully read and follow the instructions that appear on the screen
to compl ete the installation.

In Windows
operating systems, pressing the power button does not turn off the
power, but causes the personal computer to enter alow-power state.
This alows you to quickly power down, without closing
applications, and to quickly return to the same operational state
without any data loss.

Installing Additional Memory

The memory sockets on the system board can be populated with
industry-standard DIMMs. These memory module slots are
populated with at |east one preinstalled memory module. To achieve
the maximum memory support, you may be required to replace the
preinstalled DIMM with a higher capacity DIMM.

The DRAM controller supports a 64-bit memory data interface,
optionally supporting 64-bit wide and 128-bit wide non-ECC DIMM
modules.

Two 168-pin DIMM socket sites (DIMMO and DIMM1) operate at
3.3V. Thisalows system memory to be expanded from 32 MB to
512 MB of SDRAM.

The DRAM Controller uses the JEDEC standard Serial Presence
