Operation and
Installation Instructions
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The life-expired appliance contains valuable materials.
Make sure that the refrigerant circuit’s pipes on the old, life-
expired appliance are not damaged before it can be taken
to asuitable refuse dump.

® Please take packaging and the unwanted appliance to
the nearest official disposal point.

These operating instructions describe all available controls
and equipment items for the appliance. Please bear in mind
that individual models may differ slightly, according to speci-
fication.

Air supply and ventilation

Always ensure thatthe appliance is well ventilated. Do not co-
ver the ventilation grille when installing in a kitchen furniture
unit.

Note the installation instructions for built in use at the end of
these operating instructions.

Power supply

The power supply (AC) and voltage atthe pointof operation
must agree with the details on the type plate, which is located
on the left inside panel next to the vegetable drawers.

To ensure troub!efree uperatmn, do not connect
the appliance to the power supply untilabout1/2to .
1 hour after delivery. After this, connect the appli-
ance with a properly earihad plug and socket, pre-
,_ ferably located for easy access, not dxrectty be-
N hlnd the appilance . .

The flexible mains lead is supplied connected to a B.S. 1363 fu-
sed plug having a fuse of 13 amp capacity.

Should this plug not fitthe socket outlets in your home, it should
be cut off and replaced with a suitable plug, following the proce-
dure outlined below:-

Note: Such a plug cannot be used for any other appliance
and should therefore be properly disposed of and not left
where children might find it and plug itinto a supply socket -
with the obvious consequent danger.

N.B. We recommend the use of good quality plugs and wall
sockets that can be switched off when the machine is not in
use.

Important: The wiresinthe mainsleadfitted tothisappliance
are coloured in accordance with the following code:

Green and yellow - earth

Blue - neutral

Brown - live

As the colours of the wires in the mains lead of this appliance
may not correspond with the coloured markings identifying
the terminals in your plug, proceed as follows: —

The wire which is coloured green and yellow must be con-
nected to the terminal in the plug which is marked with the let-
ter E or by the earth symbol <+  or coloured green or
green and yellow.

Thewire which is coloured blue must be connectedtotheter-
minal which is marked with the letter N or coloured black.
The wire which is coloured brown must be connected to the
terminal which is marked with the letter L or coloured red.
When wiring the plug, ensure that all strands of wire are secu-
rely retained in each terminal. Do not forget to tighten the
mains lead clamp on the plug. If your electricity supply point
has only two pin socket outlets, or if you are in doubt, con-
sult a qualified electrician.

Should the mains lead ever require replacement, it is essential
that this operation is carried out by a qualified electrician and
should only be replaced with a flexible cord of the same size i.e.
1.25 mm2.

After replacement of afuse inthe plug, the fuse cover mustbe
refitted. If the fuse cover is lost, the plug must not be used until
areplacement cover is obtained. The colour ofthe correctre-
placementfuse cover isthat of the coloured insertin the base
ofthe plug orthe colour thatis embossed inwordsin the base
of the fuse recess or elsewhere on the plug. Always state this
colour when ordering a replacement fuse cover.

Only 13 amp replacement fuses which are ASTA approved to
B.S. 1362 should be fitted.

This appliance conforms to BS. 800: 1983 and EEC directive
87/308 regarding suppression of radio and television recep-
tion interference.
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Switching the appliance on and off Fig. A

® You are recommended to clean inside the appliance be-
tore switching on (see “Cleaning” for further information).

Turn temperature regulator @ clockwise from position “0” to
position “1”. The refrigerator is switched off when set to “0”
(fig. A).

Temperature adjustment

The temperature is selected at the temperature regulator @.
Position “1” = Minimum cooling

Position “7” = Maximum cooling

Select a control setting to suit your requirements.

We recommend a mid-range setting.

Please note that when the temperature regulator is reset, a
certain amount of time is required before the new tempera-
ture is reached; interior temperatures also depend on
ambient temperature, how often the door is opened and the
amount of lood inside the appliance.

Cold storage @)

Due to air circulation inside the refrigerator compartment,
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there are various temperature zones. The coolest areas are

immediately above the vegetable trays and at the rear. 5

Equipment

The shelves can be inserted at various heights to accom-
modate theitems stored inthe refrigerator. To remove a shelf,
pull it halfway out and then tilt it down or up to pull it out
{fig. A). Always insert the shelf with the stop bar or edge facing
upwards at the back, to prevent the contents freezing to the
back of the appliance.

Additional space for storing tall bottles or containers can be
obtained by folding the plastic tray in the full shelf up to ove
side (fig. B).

The door shelfs can be removed when cleaning.

® Push up the shelf at the side and remove from the front

- to replace the shelf, insert the left retaining pin in the rail
and snap the right side in place (fig. C).

@ Fill the holes in the rails with the plastic plugs sup-
plied.

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Defrosting

Refrigerator with automatic defrosting

Refrigerators with foamed-in evaporators in the rear wall are
automatically defrosted. The melted ice collects in atray and
is evaporated automatically. Make sure thatthe water can run
through the drain opening in the rear of the appliance, above
the vegetable trays.

If necessary, pierce the drain opening with a sharp instru-
ment to unblock it (fig. A).

Cleaning

Before cleaning, always disconnect the mains plug
or fuse.

Food leftin the refrigerator may start to smell. You are there-
fore recommended to clean the appliance regularly.

Cleanthe refrigerator compartmentwith lukewarm water and
a small amount of washing-up liquid. Wipe down with clean
water and dry thoroughly with a cloth. Never use abrasive
cleaning agents.

Ifthe appliance is to remain out of use for any length of time, it
should be emptied, cleaned and the door left open to prevent
odours from building up.

Interior light

Bulb data: 240 V, 15 W

Bulb holder: 14 E (never use a bulb rated at more than 15 W).
Before renewing the bulb, always disconnect the mains
plug or fuse.

® Acces to the bulb is from the rear, behind the cover.
Unscrew and renew the bulb, fig. C.

IMPORTANT: You must not operate the appliance
without the bulb secured in it’s housing.
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Notes on saving energy

® Avoid positioning the refrigerator next to heating or cook-
ing appliances, as high ambient temperatures cause the
compressor to cut in with excessive frequency and increase
energy consumption unnecessarily.

® Ensure that the ventilation slots are not covered and make
sure that there is a good supply of air to the compressor and
also adequate ventilation.

® Allow warm food to cool to room temperature before plac-
ing in the appliance.

® Sclect the temperature setting according to the goods
stored.

® Keep all foodstuffs well packed and covered to avoid frost-

Faults

You can repair the following faults yourself by checking

their possible causes:

® Appliance does not run:

- Appliance is not switched on properly.

- Mains plug not properly inserted in the socket.

- Fuse for plug/socket has blown.

@ Interior light does not come on in refrigerator compart-

ment:

— Temperature control is at “0”. '

- Bulb has blown.
Change the bulb as described at “Interior light”.

@ Cxcessive noise from appliance:

— ltisnotstanding securely on the ground or the compressor
is causing furniture or other objects to vibrate.
Make sure that movement of all rear-mounted compo-
nents is not hindered; carefully bend away any compo-
nents making unnecessary contact.

- Please note that a certain amount of noise from the refrige-
rating circuit is inevitable.

® The temperature inside the refrigerator compartment is

not low enough:

- Thetemperature adjuster is atthe wrong setting. Move to a

‘colder setting if necessary.

A thermometer placed inside the appliance is showing a

false reading.

The dooris not properly closed or is opened too frequently.

The air supply to the appliance is poor or there is inade-

guate ventilation. The vent grille is covered over.

- The appliance is located too near a source of heat.

If none these circumstances applies and you are unable to
rectify the fault, please contact the nearest service point.
Alway quote the complete type designation, spare parts
index and appliance number. The type plate is located on the
left inside panel next to the vegetable trays.

The refrigeration circuit has been tested for leaks.

The appliance complies with the relevant safety regulations.
Electrical appliances should only be repaired by qualified
electricians. Repairs carried out improperly may expose the
user to considerable danger.

The appliance is interference-suppressed to EN 55014 and
thus complies with EC directive 87/308 EEC.

The manufacturer is continuously developing all types and mo-
dels and must therefore reserve the right to modify designs,
equipment and technical features.

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Installing

Check power supply

The current type (alternating current) and voltage at the
installation point must correspond with the data on the manu-
facturer’s plate.

The manufacturer'stype plate islocated nexttothe vegetable
trays, inside the appliance on the left. The appliance must be
connected to the power supply via a properly-earthed power
socket. The power socket © must be located in an accessible
position away from the appliance’s installation niche (fig. A).

Installing

The appliance is suitable for integrated installation under
worktops. Do not position it directly next to cooker, heating
systems or other heat sources.

® Check installed dimensions according to the illustration
® Installed height, plinth height and plinth depth are variable.

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Installing decor panels

® Screw mounting bracket @ on to decor panel with en-
closed screws, as shown in fig. A.

Fit the correct side towards the hinges.

Gap 15 is designed to provide 5 mm clearance between the
underside of the worktop and upper edge X of the decor
panel.

Use a Phillips screwdriver for the Phillips-head screws.

® Screw the four adjusting pins @ fully into the appliance
door.

@ Position the decor panel on the appliance door, introduce
thelocating pinsattop intothe slotsinthe mounting plate and
open out according to detail fig. B (about 9 mm).
